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SPIN “Sports Programs in Inner City Neighborhoods” is an initiative of the LiveSAFE
Crime Prevention Policy developed by the City of Winnipeg.

SPIN is a Free Sports Program, designed for children 6-14 years residing in inner City
neighborhoods, to be able to participate and learn basic skill development,
sportsmanship, teamwork, leadership and fair play in a non-competitive environment.

The SPIN program is being led by the City of Winnipeg Community Services
Department, in partnership with the General Council of Winnipeg Community Centres,
Sport Manitoba, Manitoba Soccer Association, Winnipeg Youth Soccer Association,
Winnipeg Alliance FC and over 25 host organizations. Soccer, an internationally
recognized development sport, will be the first sport introduced with others added in
the coming months. 600 plus inner-city children and youth participants are signed-on
for the July and August programming. In addition to the soccer program, there will also
be opportunities for youth to become involved by volunteering, participating in clinics
for coaching and officiating. Additional sport programming opportunities will be
offered as community partners join the program.

There are over 600 inner-city children and youth between the ages of 6-14 years that will
be participating in the summer soccer program. The majority of children fall within the
age range of 8-11 years. These children do not have the sport equipment such as jerseys,
shorts, shoes, socks, balls and shin pads that a player would wear to play a game of
soccer. Another concern expressed by the host organizations is that a number of these
children are lacking in the nutritional supports that fuel young bodies.
