The earlier you register (at least 
two weeks or more before program starts), the better the chances of booking an interpreter.

4. We will contact you with a confirmation number when an Interpreter has been booked.

5. Note: Our cancellation policy states that you must contact Don Zimmer at 986-7756 (TTY) if there is cancellation as soon as known, if no notice is given 
and an interpreter goes as per usual than you will receive a “Lack of Notice For Cancellation Letter” and if you receive TWO of these, your next request 
may not be processed.
