Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

B6.4 The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(@) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to
determine the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal
or alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to anyother
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the
same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the
Supplemental Conditions for Total Performance;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the
substitute will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be
similar in substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing
the same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the
Supplemental Conditions for Total Performance.

B6.5 The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may intheir
sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

B6.6 The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) BusinessDays
prior to the Submission Deadline, to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

B6.6.1 The Contract Administrator will issue an Addendum, disclosing the approved materials,
equipment, methods and products to all potential Bidders. The Bidder requesting and
obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be responsible for disseminatinginformation
regarding the approval to any person or persons they wish to inform.
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B6.7 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved equal”, any Bidder mayuse
the approved equal in place of the specified item.

B6.8 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved alternative”, any Bidder
bidding that approved alternative may base their Total Bid Price upon the specified item but
may also indicate an alternative price based upon the approved alternative.

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS
D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Supply of Services, these Supplemental Conditionsare

applicable to the Work of the Contract.

D2. SCOPE OF WORK

D21 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of pressure washing all equipment and
vehicles at Brady Road Resource Management Facility and Summit Road Landfill asdirected
by the Contract Administrator or User from the date of award until March 31st, 2025, with the
option of two (2) mutually agreed upon one(1) year extensions.

D2.1.1 The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within ninety (90)
Calendar Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability tothe
Contractor as a result of such negotiations.

D2.1.2 Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on April 1st of the
respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the Contractor
without written approval by the Contract Administrator.

D2.1.3 Bidders are advised that, in future, the City may be participating in collaborative
procurement initiatives with other levels of government. Accordingly, extensions to this
Contract may not be exercised.

D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows:

(@) Asrequired Wash: shall be performed on an “as-required” basis for the periodbetween
April 18, 2024 and March 31st, 2025 as per E2.2

(b)  Winter Wash: shall be performed on an “as-required” basis for the period between
December 1st, 2024 and March 31st, 2025 as per E2.3

D2.3 The Work shall be done on an "as required" basis during the term of the Contract.

D2.3.1 The type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract shall be as authorized
from time to time by the Contract Administrator and/or Users.

D2.3.2 Subject to C7, the City shall have no obligation under the Contract to purchase any
quantity of any item in excess of its actual operational requirements.

D2.4 Notwithstanding D2.1, in the event that operational changes result in substantial changes to the
requirements for Work, the City reserves the right to alter the type or quantity of work performed
under this Contract, or to terminate the Contract, upon thirty (30) Calendar Days written notice
by the Contract Administrator.

Further to C3.2, the Contractor declares that in bidding for the Work and in entering into this
Contract, the Contractor and any proposed Subcontractor(s) conduct their respective business
in accordance with established international codes embodied in United Nations Universal
Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) hitps://www.un.org/en/about-us/universal-declaration-of-
human-rights International Labour Organization (ILO) https://www.ilo.org/global/lang--
en/index.htm conventions as ratified by Canada.

The City of Winnipeg is committed and requires its Contractors and their Subcontractors, to be
committed to upholding and promoting international human and labour rights, including
fundamental principles and rights at work covered by ILO eight (8) fundamental conventions
and the United Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights which includes child and forced
labour.

The Contractor agrees that in no event will Canada or Manitoba, their respective officers,
servants, employees or agents be held liable for any damages in contract, tort (including
negligence) or otherwise, for:

(a) any injury to any person, including, but not limited to, death, economic loss or
infringement of rights;

(b) any damage to or loss or destruction of property of any person; or

(c) any obligation of any person, including, but not limited to, any obligation arising froma
loan, capital lease or other long term obligation;

in relation to this Contract or the Work.

Records Retention and Audits

The Contractor shall maintain and preserve accurate and complete records in respect of
this Contract and the Work, including all accounting records, financial documents, copies of
contracts with other parties and other records relating to this Contract and the Work during
the term of the Contract and for at least six (6) years after Total Performance. Those
records bearing original signatures or professional seals or stamps must be preserved in
paper form; other records may be retained in electronic form.

In addition to the record keeping and inspection obligations outlined in C6 of the General
Conditions for Services, the Contractor shall keep available for inspection and audit at all
reasonable times while this Contract is in effect and until at least six (6) years after Total
Performance, all records, documents, and contracts referred to in D31.6.1 for inspection,
copying and audit by the City of Winnipeg, the Government of Manitoba and/or the
Government of Canada and their respective representatives and auditors, and to produce
them on demand; to provide reasonable facilities for such inspections, copying and audits,
to provide copies of and extracts from such records, documents, or contracts upon request
by the City of Winnipeg, the Government of Manitoba, and/or the Government of Canada
and their respective representatives and auditors, and to promptly provide such other
information and explanations as may be reasonably requested by the City of Winnipeg, the
Government of Manitoba, and/or the Government of Canada from time-to-time.

Other Obligations

The Contractor consents to the City providing a copyof the Contract Documents to the
Government of Manitoba and/or the Government of Canada upon request from either
entity.

If the Lobbyists Registration Act (Manitoba) applies to the Contractor, the Contractor
represents and warrants that it has filed a return and is registered and in fullcompliance
with the obligations of that Act, and covenants that it will continue to comply for the
duration of this Contract.

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable legislation and standards, whetherfederal,
provincial, or municipal, including (without limitation) labour, environmental, and human
rights laws, in the course of providing the Work.

The Contractor represents and warrants that no member of the House of Commons or of
the Senate of Canada or of the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba is a shareholder, director
or officer of the Contractor or of a Subcontractor, and that no such member is entitled to
any benefits arising from this Contract or from a contract with the Contractor or a
Subcontractor concerning the Work.

GENERAL

E1. APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS AND DRAWINGS

E1.1 These Specifications shall apply to the Work.

E1.2 Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B6. In every instance where abrand
name or design specification is used, the City will also consider approved equals and/or
approved alternatives in accordance with B6.

E2. SERVICES

E2.1 The Contractor shall pressure wash all equipment and vehicles in accordance withthe
requirements hereinafter specified.

E2.2 Item No. 1 — As-required Wash shall be a minimum of one (1) hour and performed on an as
required basis. The Contract Administrator or User will require the Contractor to attend the
work site within twenty-four (24) hours of the request or as indicated should the request be
made outside of regular Business hours (e.g.: request made on Friday for a Mondaycleaning;
afternoon request made for the following morning). All items to be washed will be at the
discretion of the Contract Administrator or User.

E2.3 Item No. 2 — Winter Wash shall be a minimum of one (1) hour and performed on an asrequired
basis. The Contract Administrator or User will require the Contractor to attend the work site
within twenty-four (24) hours of the request or as indicated should the request be made outside
of regular Business hours (e.g.: request made on Friday for a Monday cleaning; afternoon
request made for the following morning). All items to be washed will be at the discretion of the
Contract Administrator or User.

E3. FACILITIES

E3.1 Access to the onsite administration buildings is strictly for City Staff only. The Contractorshall
remain in designated areas of each work site as per the Contract Administrator or User.

E4. SCAVENGING

E4.1 BRRMF, Summit and 4R Winnipeg Depots have a strict No Scavenging policy. The Contractor

shall be responsible for any employees to ensure that scavenging does not take place. In the
event that a Contractor or Contractor’s Staff are caught scavenging, a minimum twenty
thousand dollar ($20,000) charge will be applied at the discretion of the Contract Administrator.
Further, at the Contract Administrators discretion, scavenging may constitute grounds resulting
in the immediate removal of the Contractor’s staff and/or termination of the Contract.
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ES. EMPLOYEE BEHAVIOUR AND SUPERVISION

E5.1 The Contractor shall provide adequate supervision of its employees and shall ensure that all
such employees behave at all times in a manner appropriate to persons in a City facility and
shall without limitation ensure that employees:

(@) behave in a courteous and polite manner to City staff and other persons in the facility
including the public,
