Revise: E17.10. to read: Take appropriate measures to ensure panels are not displaced during backfilling
operations. Backfilling to be in accordance with SD-018.

Revise: E17.11. to read: Insulation of existing sewer shall be measured on a length basis, and for each type of
backfill, and paid for at the Contract Unit Price per meter of “Insulation of Existing Sewer”.
The length to be paid for shall be the total number of linear meters of existing sewer pipe
insulated, supplied and installed in accordance with this specification, accepted and
measured by the Contract Administrator.

Add: E20 CONSTRUCTION OF ASPHALTIC CONCRETE PATCHES

Add: E20.1 Asphalt Patching shall be constructed, measured and paid for as per CW 3410 except
that patches in excess of 1.5 metres in width will still be considered as asphalt patches.
Furthermore, the Contractor shall place and compact base course material to a minimum
thickness of 150mm.
