(&) The City will place a Purchase Order for the goods, referencing the Contract number;

(b) The Contractor shall, within 24 hours, confirm receipt of the Purchase Order to the
Contract Administrator;

(c) The Contractor shall send an electronic copy (e-mail or facsimile) containing the product
name and lot number(s) proposed to ship in reference to the purchase order number, to
the Contract Administrator;

(d) The Contract Administrator will send the Contractor written confirmation to proceed with
arrangements for delivery of the approved Goods stated in (c);

(e) The Contractor shall contact Greg Robinson at (204) 986-4869 at least two (2) Business
Days prior to shipping, to arrange to accept delivery at the destination and to confirm
guantities to be delivered,;

() The Contractor shall deliver Goods on or before the scheduled delivery date (scheduled
deliveries in accordance with E3.1.1; and “as required” deliveries in accordance with
E3.1.2 and E3.7) and report to Greg Robinson at (204) 986-4869, upon delivery, for
inspection and approval;
