B2. SUBMISSION DEADLINE 

B2.1 The Submission Deadline is 4:00 p.m. Winnipeg time, July 26, 2007. 

B2.2 Bids determined by the Manager of Materials to have been received later than the Submission 
Deadline will not be accepted and will be returned upon request. 

B2.3 The Contract Administrator or the Manager of Materials may extend the Submission Deadline 
by issuing an addendum at any time prior to the time and date specified in B2.1. 

B3. ENQUIRIES 

B3.1 All enquiries shall be directed to the Contract Administrator identified in D4.1. 

B3.2 If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or is unsure of the 
meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall promptly notify the Contract 
Administrator of the error, discrepancy or omission at least five (5) Business Days prior to the 
Submission Deadline. 

B3.3 If the Bidder is unsure of the meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder should 
request clarification as to the meaning or intent prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B3.4 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a 
correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract 
Administrator to all Bidders by issuing an addendum. 

B3.5 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not 
require a correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract 
Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry. 

B3.6 The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant to 
B3 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing. 

B4. ADDENDA 

B4.1 The Contract Administrator may, at any time prior to the Submission deadline, issue addenda 
correcting errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or clarifying the meaning or 
intent of any provision therein. 

B4.2 The Contract Administrator will issue each addendum at least two (2) Business Days prior to the 
Submission Deadline, or provide at least two (2) Business Days by extending the Submission 
Deadline. 

B4.2.1 Addenda will be available on the Bid Opportunities page at The City of Winnipeg, 
Corporate Finance, Materials Management Branch internet site at 
http://www.winnipeg.ca/matmgt. 

B4.2.2 The Bidder is responsible for ensuring that he has received all addenda and is advised to 
check the Materials Management Branch internet site for addenda regularly and shortly 
before the Submission Deadline, as may be amended by addendum. 

B4.3 The Bidder shall acknowledge receipt of each addendum in Paragraph 8 of Form A: Bid.  
Failure to acknowledge receipt of an addendum may render a Bid non-responsive. 
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B5. SUBSTITUTES 

B5.1 The Work is based on the materials, equipment, methods and products specified in the Bid 
Opportunity. 

B5.2 Substitutions shall not be allowed unless application has been made to and prior approval has 
been granted by the Contract Administrator in writing. 

B5.3 Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the 
Contract Administrator at least seven (7) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B5.4 The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute: 

(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine 
the acceptability of the material, equipment, method or product as either an approved 
equal or alternative; 

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other 
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute; 

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute; 

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will 
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior 
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same 
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with 
the Contract; 

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute 
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in 
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same 
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with 
the Contract. 

B5.5 The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in his 
sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an 
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute. 

B5.6 The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days 
prior to the Submission Deadline, only to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute. 

B5.6.1 The Bidder requesting and obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be entirely 
responsible for disseminating information regarding the approval to any person or persons 
he wishes to inform. 

B5.7 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved equal”, any Bidder may use 
the approved equal in place of the specified item. 

B5.8 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved alternative”, any Bidder 
bidding that approved alternative may base his Total Bid Price upon the specified item but may 
also indicate an alternative price based upon the approved alternative.  Such alternatives will be 
evaluated in accordance with B13. 

B5.9 No later claim by the Contractor for an addition to the price(s) because of any other changes in 
the Work necessitated by the use of an approved equal or an approved alternative will be 
considered. 

B6. BID SUBMISSION 

B6.1 The Bid shall consist of the following components: 

(a) Form A: Bid. 
(b) Form B: Prices. 
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B6.2 Further to B6.1, the Bidder should include the written correspondence from the Contract

B6.3 All components of the Bid shall be fully completed or provided, and submitted by the Bidder no 
later than the Submission Deadline, with all required entries made clearly and completely, to 
constitute a responsive Bid.

B6.7 Bidders are advised that inclusion of terms and conditions inconsistent with the Bid Opportunity 
document, including the General Conditions, may result in the Bid being determined to be non-
responsive.

B6.8.1 The Bidder is advised that the City cannot take responsibility for the availability of the 
facsimile machine at any time. 

B6.9 Bids submitted by internet electronic mail (e-mail) will not be accepted. 

B7. BID 

B7.1 The Bidder shall complete Form A: Bid, making all required entries. 

B7.2 Paragraph 2 of Form A: Bid shall be completed in accordance with the following requirements: 

(a) if the Bidder is a sole proprietor carrying on business in his own name, his name shall be 
inserted; 

(b) if the Bidder is a partnership, the full name of the partnership shall be inserted; 
(c) if the Bidder is a corporation, the full name of the corporation shall be inserted; 

(d) if the Bidder is carrying on business under a name other than his own, the business name 
and the name of every partner or corporation who is the owner of such business name 
shall be inserted. 

B7.2.1 If a Bid is submitted jointly by two or more persons, each and all such persons shall identify 
themselves in accordance with B7.2. 

B7.3 In Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid, the Bidder shall identify a contact person who is authorized to 
represent the Bidder for purposes of the Bid.

B8.3 The quantities for which payment will be made to the Contractor are to be determined by the 
Work actually performed and completed by the Contractor, to be measured as specified in the 
applicable Specifications. 

B9. QUALIFICATION 

B9.1 The Bidder shall: 

(a) undertake to be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly 
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly 
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Bidder 
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Bidder does carry on

(b) be financially capable of carrying out the terms of the Contract; and 

(c) have all the necessary experience, capital, organization, and equipment to perform the 
Work in strict accordance with the terms and provisions of the Contract.

B9.3 The Bidder and/or any proposed Subcontractor (for the portion of the Work proposed to be 
subcontracted to them) shall: 

(a) have successfully carried out work similar in nature, scope and value to the Work; and 

(b) be fully capable of performing the Work required to be in strict accordance with the terms 
and provisions of the Contract; and 

(c) have a written workplace safety and health program, if required, pursuant to The 
Workplace Safety and Health Act (Manitoba). 

B9.4 The Bidder shall submit, within three (3) Business Days of a request by the Contract 
Administrator, proof satisfactory to the Contract Administrator of the qualifications of the Bidder 
and of any proposed Subcontractor. 

B9.5 The Bidder shall provide, on the request of the Contract Administrator, full access to any of the 
Bidder's equipment and facilities to confirm, to the Contract Administrator’s satisfaction, that the 
Bidder's equipment and facilities are adequate to perform the Work. 

B10. OPENING OF BIDS AND RELEASE OF INFORMATION 

B10.1 Bids will not be opened publicly. 

B10.2 Following the Submission Deadline, the names of the Bidders and their bid prices (unevaluated, 
and pending review and verification of conformance with requirements) will be available on the 
Closed Bid Opportunities (or Public/Posted Opening & Award Results) page at The City of 
Winnipeg, Corporate Finance, Materials Management Branch internet site at 
http://www.winnipeg.ca/matmgt. 

B10.3 After award of Contract, the name(s) of the successful Bidder(s) and the Contract Amount(s) will 
be available on the Closed Bid Opportunities (or Public/Posted Opening & Award Results) page 
at The City of Winnipeg, Corporate Finance, Materials Management Branch internet site at 
http://www.winnipeg.ca/matmgt. 

B10.4 The Bidder is advised that any information contained in any Bid may be released if required by 
City policy or procedures, by The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act 
(Manitoba), by other authorities having jurisdiction, or by law. 

B11. IRREVOCABLE BID 

B11.1 The Bid(s) submitted by the Bidder shall be irrevocable for the time period specified in 
Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid. 

B11.2 The acceptance by the City of any Bid shall not release the Bids of the next two lowest 
evaluated responsive Bidders and these Bidders shall be bound by their Bids on such Work for 
the time period specified in Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid. 

B12. WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 

B12.1 A Bidder may withdraw his Bid without penalty by giving written notice to the Manager of 
Materials at any time prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B12.1.1 Notwithstanding GC.7.05(2), the time and date of receipt of any notice withdrawing a Bid 
shall be the time and date of receipt as determined by the Manager of Materials. 

B12.1.2 The City will assume that any one of the contact persons named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: 
Bid or the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid, and 
only such person, has authority to give notice of withdrawal. 
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B12.1.3 If a Bidder gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of 
Materials will: 

(a) retain the Bid until after the Submission Deadline has elapsed; 

(b) open the Bid to identify the contact person named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid and 
the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid; and 

(c) if the notice has been given by any one of the persons specified in B12.1.3(b), declare 
the Bid withdrawn. 

B12.2 A Bidder who withdraws his Bid after the Submission Deadline but before his Bid has been 
released or has lapsed as provided for in B11.2 shall be liable for such damages as are 
imposed upon the Bidder by law and subject to such sanctions as the Chief Administrative 
Officer considers appropriate in the circumstances.  The City, in such event, shall be entitled to 
all rights and remedies available to it at law. 

B13. EVALUATION OF BIDS 

B13.1 Award of the Contract shall be based on the following bid evaluation criteria: 
(a) compliance by the Bidder with the requirements of the Bid Opportunity (pass/fail); 

(b) qualifications of the Bidder and the Subcontractors, if any, pursuant to B9 (pass/fail); 

(c) Total Bid Price; 
(d) economic analysis of any approved alternative pursuant to B5. 

B13.2 Further to B13.1(a), the Award Authority may reject a Bid as being non-responsive if the Bid 
Submission is incomplete, obscure or conditional, or contains additions, deletions, alterations or 
other irregularities.  The Award Authority may reject all or any part of any Bid, or waive technical 
requirements or minor informalities or irregularities if the interests of the City so require. 

B13.3 Further to B13.1(b), the Award Authority shall reject any Bid submitted by a Bidder who does 
not demonstrate, in his Bid or in other information required to be submitted, that he is 
responsible and qualified. 

B13.4 Further to B13.1(c), the Total Bid Price shall be the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit 
prices for each item shown on Form B: Prices. 

B13.4.1 If there is any discrepancy between the Total Bid Price written in figures, the Total Bid 
Price written in words and the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each 
item, the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each item shall take 
precedence. 

B13.5 This Contract will be awarded as a whole. 

B14. AWARD OF CONTRACT 

B14.1 The City will give notice of the award of the Contract or will give notice that no award will be 
made. 

B14.2 The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Bidder, even though one or all of the 
Bidders are determined to be responsible and qualified, and the Bids are determined to be 
responsive. 

B14.2.1 Without limiting the generality of B14.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract 
where: 

(a) the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work; 

(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past; 
(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a 

significant portion thereof, with its own forces; 
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(d) only one Bid is received; or 

(e) in the judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served 
by not awarding a Contract. 

B14.3 Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the responsible 
and qualified Bidder submitting the lowest evaluated responsive Bid. 

B14.3.1 Following the award of contract, a Bidder will be provided with information related to the 
evaluation of his Bid upon written request to the Contract Administrator. 

B14.4 Notwithstanding GC.3.01 and GC.3.02, the City will issue a purchase order to the successful 
Bidder in lieu of the execution of a Contract. 

B14.5 The Contract Documents, as defined in GC.1.01(7), in their entirety shall be deemed to be 
incorporated in and to form a part of the purchase order notwithstanding that they are not 
necessarily attached to or accompany said purchase order.

D12.1 Notwithstanding GC 7.03, the Contractor shall indemnify the City in the amount of a minimum of 
twice the Contract value plus two (2) million dollars. 

WARRANTY 

D13. WARRANTY 

D13.1 Notwithstanding GC.10.01, the warranty period for each item of Work supplied shall begin on 
the date of successful delivery and expire one (1) year thereafter unless extended pursuant to 
G.C. 10.01 (6), in which case it shall expire when provided thereunder. 

D13.2 The manufacturer shall furnish a written performance warranty that the reflective sheeting will 
be free of defects related to workmanship or material deficiency for a seven (7) year period from 
the date of acceptance.

E1.3 Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an 
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B5. 

E2. GOODS 

E2.1 The Contractor shall supply North Assiniboine Route Identifier Signs, South Assiniboine Route 
Identifier Signs, South Winnipeg Route Identifier Signs (English and French), and Boni-Vital 
Route Identifier Signs (Engish and French) in accordance with the requirements hereinafter 
specified. 

E2.2 Items No. 1-4 – Supply of North Assiniboine Route Identifier Signs, South Assiniboine Route 
Identifier Signs, Boni-Vital Route Identifier Signs (English) and Boni-Vital Route Identifier Signs 
(French).  Quantity as specified. Clearcoated three-colour silkscreen on white retro-reflective 
base affixed to aluminum sign stock, one side only. 

(a) Aluminum Sign Stock: Sign grade aluminum 5052 H36 or H38, size 200mm x 525mm, 
3mm thick, corner radius 16mm. Provide two 11mm (7/16”) diameter mounting holes in 
locations indicated on the Drawings. 

(b) Reflective Sheeting: 3M Brand Scotchlite Series 3200 Engineering grade Retro-reflective 
Sheeting, complete with permanent pressure sensitive adhesive backing (Sheeting colour 
– 3290 White) or approved equal. Sheeting to comply with ASTM D4956-90. 

(c) Silkscreen Inks: Silkscreen artwork with matched UV stable, waterproof transparent inks, 
3M Scotchlite 700 Series enamel-based ink system matched to retro-reflective sheeting, or 
approved equal. Epoxy-based or solven-based inks are acceptable. Inks shall be 
compatible, and shall comply with reflective sheeting manufacturer’s warranty 
requirements. Ink colours to match samples provided by the Consultant. 

(d) Clearcoat: Approved. Protective coating, compatible with inks and sheeting. 

E2.3 Items No. 5-6 – Supply of South Winnipeg Route Identifier Signs (English) and South Winnipeg 
Route Identifier Signs (French). Quantity as specified, Clearcoated three-colour silkscreen on 
white retro-reflective base affixed to aluminum sign stock provided by Owner, one side only. 

(a) Existing Aluminum Sign Stock: Contractor must obtain existing two hundred and fifty-eight 
(258) stripped blanks from Traffic Services Branch compound. The Contractor must 
provide City representative with two (2) working days notice.

(b) Provide two 11mm (7/16”) diameter mounting holes in locations indicated on the Drawings. 

(c) Reflective Sheeting: 3M Brand Scotchlite Series 3200 Engineering grade Retro-reflective 
Sheeting, complete with permanent pressure sensitive adhesive backing (Sheeting colour 
– 3290 White) or approved equal. Sheeting to comply with ASTM D4956-90. 

(d) Silkscreen Inks: Silkscreen artwork with matched UV stable, waterproof transparent inks, 
3M Scotchlite 700 Series enamel-based ink system matched to retro-reflective sheeting, or 
approved equal. Epoxy-based or solven-based inks are acceptable. Inks shall be 
compatible, and shall comply with reflective sheeting manufacturer’s warranty 
requirements. Ink colours to match samples provided by the Consultant. 

(e) Clearcoat: Approved. Protective coating, compatible with inks and sheeting. 

E2.4 Artwork 

E2.4.1 Artwork to be provided in digital (EPS) format by the Consultant. A full colour hard copy of 
the artwork will be provided on award of Contract. 

E2.4.2 This artwork shall not be reproduced in any other form or in excess of the amount 
contracted for, except by written approval of the City of Winnipeg. Design artwork supplied 
by the Consultant shall be returned to the City of Winnipeg as directed by the Contract 
Administrator prior to request for final payment for this work. 

E2.5 Workmanship 

E2.5.1 Silkscreen printing and application of sheeting shall be performed by trained and qualified 
silkscreen printers with a minimum of 5 years experience, under controlled conditions. 

E2.6 Colour Matching 

E2.6.1 The digital artwork was created using the following Pantone colours: 
(a) Green – Pantone 361 CV 

(b) Purple – Pantone 2715 CV 
(c) Black – Pantone Process Black 

(d) Grey – Pantone Process Black – 65% tint 

E2.6.2 These numbers are provided for reference only; the ink colours applied to a reflective 
surface may require adjustments to match the samples provided by the Contract 
Administrator. The colours of those samples shall take precedence over the Pantone 
colours as the goal of the colour matching. 

E2.7 Colour Schedule 

E2.7.1 Contractor shall submit colour samples on reflective sheeting for approval prior to 
commencing screen printing. 

E2.8 Registration 

E2.8.1 The Contractor shall note that transparent inks are specified for this work, and therefore 
accurate trapping settings and registration of all colours is critical to the appearance of the 
signs. Acceptable tolerances shall be to the highest standards of the silkscreen printing 
industry. Any sign in which the registration is shifted by more than 1mm or which shows 
gaps between colour areas will be rejected. 

E2.9 Surface Preparation 

E2.9.1 Debur, degrease, etch and ease edges of new and Owner-provided sign plates as 
necessary to accept reflective sheeting decals in accordance with manufacturer’s 
recommendations. 
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E2.10 Application of Sheeting 

E2.10.1 Apply sheeting in accordance with manufacturer’s written specifications. Decals shall be 
centered precisely on base plate. Trim sheeting to form clean, smooth edge along 
perimeter of base plates. 

E2.11 Colour Proofs 

E2.11.1 The Contractor shall provide one full sized prototype of each route identifier sign on 
reflective sheeting to ensure compliance with the Specifications and Drawings, and shall 
obtain written approval from the Contract Administrator prior to manufacture of full order. 

E3. DELIVERY 

E3.1 Goods shall be delivered f.o.b. destination, freight prepaid, to Traffic Services Branch, 421 
Osborne Street, Winnipeg, Manitoba. 

E3.1.1 Goods shall be delivered within forty-five (45) Business Days of the placing of an order, 
unless otherwise allowed by the User at the time of ordering. 

E3.2 Goods shall be delivered between 8:30 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. on Business Days. 

E3.3 Signs shall be properly bundled and shipped to ensure no damage occurs in transit.
