SUBSTITUTES
The Work is based on the Plant, Materials and methods specified in the Bid Opportunity.

Substitutions shall not be allowed unless application has been made to and prior approval has
been granted by the Contract Administrator in writing.

Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine
the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal or
alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for
Substantial Performance and Total Performance;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for
Substantial Performance and Total Performance.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in his
sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days
prior to the Submission Deadline, only to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

The acceptance by the City of any Bid shall not release the Bids of the next two lowest
evaluated responsive Bidders and these Bidders shall be bound by their Bids on such Work for
the time period specified in Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid.

WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS

A Bidder may withdraw his Bid without penalty by giving written notice to the Manager of
Materials at any time prior to the Submission Deadline.

Notwithstanding C23.3, the time and date of receipt of any notice withdrawing a Bid shall
be the time and date of receipt as determined by the Manager of Materials.

The City will assume that any one of the contact persons named in Paragraph 3 of Form A:
Bid or the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid, and
only such person, has authority to give notice of withdrawal.

If a Bidder gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of
Materials will:

The drip line of a tree shall be considered to be the ground surface
directly beneath the tips of its outermost branches. The Contractor shall ensure that the
operations do not cause flooding or sediment deposition on areas where trees are located.

All damage to existing trees caused by the Contractor’s activities shall be repaired to the
requirements and satisfaction of the Contract Administrator and the City Forester or his/her
designate.

(&) Exempted is nursery stock damaged by accidental causes or vandalism, which stock
shall be replaced at the cost of the City.

(b) All required replacements shall be by plants of at least the same size and species as
specified, and shall be supplied and planted in accordance with the original drawings
and Specifications, and the replaced material shall carry an additional two-year
guarantee period. All plants must be in a healthy condition for a full two years before
the warranty on the year will be considered fulfilled.

Method of Measurement and Basis of Payment

Method of Measurement shall be as follows:

(&) The supply and installation of Plant Material will be measured on a per unit basis for
“Supply and Install Plant Material” on Form B: Prices.

Basis of Payment shall be as follows:

(8) The supply and installation of Plant Material will be paid for at the Contract unit price
for each shrub, measured as specified herein, which price shall be payment in full
including all costs for the shrub, two year maintenance, and all other items incidental
to the Work included in this Specification.

WOODCHIP MULCH

Description

This specification shall cover the supply and installation of Woodchip Mulch to be placed
around the existing bollards and within the shrub beds, as shown on Drawing B.100-B2.
Materials

(@) Mulch is to be a clean bark or wood chip mulch with chips not less than 15mm nor larger
than 75mm in size and not more than 20mm thick. Mulch is to be free of leaves, branches
and other extraneous matter.

Construction Methods

Installation

(&) Woodchip Mulch shall be installed around the existing bollards, as shown on Drawing
B.100-B2, to a minimum width of 0.6m and to a minimum depth of 75mm.

(b) Wood chip mulch shall be installed over topsoil in Shrub Bed to a minimum depth of
100mm and within the areas as defined in Drawings B-100.B2 and B-100.B3.

Method of Measurement and Basis of Payment

Method of Measurement shall be as follows:

(8) The supply and installation of Woodchip Mulch shall be measured on a per square
metre basis for “Wood chips around bollards” on Form B: Prices.

(b) No measurement will be made for the supply and installation of woodchips in Shrub
Beds as these items are incidental to E6.

Basis of Payment shall be as follows:

(a) The supply and installation of Woodchip Mulch will be paid for at the Contract Unit
Prices as indicated on Form B: Prices. The amount to be paid for shall be the total
number of units on Form B: Prices. This price shall be full payment for supplying all
labour, equipment and materials, and performing all operations herein described and
all other items incidental to the Work and as accepted by the Contract Administrator.

(b) No payment will be made for the supply and installation of woodchips in Shrub Beds
as these items are incidental to EG6.

TOPSOIL AND SODDING

Description

This Specification shall amend and supplement the City of Winnipeg Specifications CW
3510-R9, and CW 3540-R5. The Contractor shall install mineral sod and a minimum 75mm
compacted thickness of topsoil, as required.

Existing gravel areas: The Contractor shall install topsoil and sod in areas where
excavated gravel extends beyond the new limestone path and shrub beds, as shown on
Drawing B.100-B2.

Thirty (30) day maintenance period on sod will commence at Total Performance and
acceptance.

Method of Measurement and Basis of Payment

Method of Measurement shall be as follows:

(&) Topsoil and Sodding will be paid for on a square metre basis for: “Supply and Install
Topsoil & Sod” on Form B: Prices.

100mm compacted thickness of topsoil, as required.

Graded areas: The Contractor shall install topsoil and seed over all graded areas that are
not identified to be sodded, to become a limestone path or to become shrub beds as
shown on Drawing B.100-B2.

Path areas: The Contractor shall install topsoil and seed around the perimeter of newly
constructed limestone path and sitting areas to clean up turf disturbed by the Work, if
necessary.

Damaged areas: Restoration of damaged areas other than as outlined above shall be
incidental to the Work. No separate payment shall be made. Restoration shall be achieved
using seed and topsoil unless otherwise directed by the Contract Administrator.

Thirty (30) day maintenance period on seed will commence at Total Performance and
acceptance.

Method of Measurement and Basis of Payment

Method of Measurement shall be as follows:

(&) Topsoil and Seeding will be measured on a square metre basis for “Supply and Install
Topsoil seed over grading” on Form B: Prices.

Basis of Payment shall be as follows:

(&) Topsoil and Seeding will be paid for at the Contract Unit Prices as indicated on Form
B: Prices. The amount to be paid for shall be the total number of units, as indicated on
Form B: Prices. This price shall be full payment for supplying all labour, equipment
and materials, and performing all operations herein described and all other items
incidental to the Work and as accepted by the Contract Administrator.
