Tests conducted to determine the thickness of the mineral soil layer of the sod and it's percent
of organic matter shall be done in accordance with standard operating procedures approved by
the Contract Administrator or the City’s designated turf inspector, for both receiving, and
analyzing sod samples.

DELIVERY

Goods shall be delivered on an "as-required" basis during the term of the Contract, f.0.b.
destination, freight prepaid, to various locations within the City.

The Contractor shall confirm the delivery schedule with the User at least two (2) hours prior
to delivery.
Sod shall be delivered as follows:

(a) within twenty-four (24) hours of the placing of an order, except where otherwise agreed at
the time of ordering;
