B2.3 The Contract Administrator or the Manager of Materials may extend the Submission Deadline 
by issuing an addendum at any time prior to the time and date specified in B2.1. 

B3. SITE INVESTIGATION 

B3.1 Further to C3.1, the Bidder may view the Sites without making an appointment. 

B3.2 The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any information or interpretation received at the Site 
Meeting unless that information or interpretation is the Bidder’s direct observation, or is provided 
by the Contract Administrator in writing. 

B4. ENQUIRIES 

B4.1 All enquiries shall be directed to the Contract Administrator identified in D4.1. 

B4.2 If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or is unsure of the 
meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall promptly notify the Contract 
Administrator of the error, discrepancy or omission at least five (5) Business Days prior to the 
Submission Deadline. 

B4.3 If the Bidder is unsure of the meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder should 
request clarification as to the meaning or intent prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B4.4 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a 
correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract 
Administrator to all Bidders by issuing an addendum. 

B4.5 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not 
require a correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract 
Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry. 

B4.6 The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant to 
B4 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing. 

B5. ADDENDA 

B5.1 The Contract Administrator may, at any time prior to the Submission Deadline, issue addenda 
correcting errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or clarifying the meaning or 
intent of any provision therein. 

B5.2 The Contract Administrator will issue each addendum at least two (2) Business Days prior to the 
Submission Deadline, or provide at least two (2) Business Days by extending the Submission

B6.3 Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the 
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B6.4 The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute: 
(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine 

the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal or 
alternative; 

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other 
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute; 

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute; 
(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will 

fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior 
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same 
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with 
the Contract; 

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute 
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in 
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same 
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with 
the Contract. 

B6.5 The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in his 
sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an 
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute. 

B6.6 The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days 
prior to the Submission Deadline, only to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute. 

B6.6.1 The Bidder requesting and obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be entirely 
responsible for disseminating information regarding the approval to any person or persons 
he wishes to inform.

B9. PRICES

B9.1.1 Notwithstanding C11.1.1, prices on Form B: Prices shall not include the Goods and 
Services Tax (GST) or Manitoba Retail Sales Tax (MRST, also known as PST), which shall 
be extra where applicable. 

B9.2 The quantities listed on Form B: Prices are to be considered approximate only.  The City will 
use said quantities for the purpose of comparing Bids. 

B9.3 The quantities for which payment will be made to the Contractor are to be determined by the 
Work actually performed and completed by the Contractor, to be measured as specified in the 
applicable Specifications. 

B9.4 Payments to Non-Resident Contractors are subject to Non-Resident Withholding Tax pursuant 
to the Income Tax Act (Canada). 

B10. QUALIFICATION 

B10.1 The Bidder shall: 
(a) undertake to be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly 

registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly 
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Bidder 
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Bidder does carry on 
business; and 

(b) be financially capable of carrying out the terms of the Contract; and 
(c) have all the necessary experience, capital, organization, and equipment to perform the 

Work in strict accordance with the terms and provisions of the Contract. 
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B10.2 The Bidder and any proposed Subcontractor (for the portion of the Work proposed to be 
subcontracted to them) shall: 
(a) be responsible and not be suspended, debarred or in default of any obligations to the City.

B10.3 The Bidder and/or any proposed Subcontractor (for the portion of the Work proposed to be 
subcontracted to them) shall: 
(a) have successfully carried out work similar in nature, scope and value to the Work; and 
(b) be fully capable of performing the Work required to be in strict accordance with the terms 

and provisions of the Contract; and 
(c) have a written workplace safety and health program, if required, pursuant to The 

Workplace Safety and Health Act (Manitoba); 

B10.4 The Bidder shall submit, within three (3) Business Days of a request by the Contract 
Administrator, proof satisfactory to the Contract Administrator of the qualifications of the Bidder 
and of any proposed Subcontractor. 

B10.5 The Bidder shall provide, on the request of the Contract Administrator, full access to any of the 
Bidder's equipment and facilities to confirm, to the Contract Administrator’s satisfaction, that the 
Bidder's equipment and facilities are adequate to perform the Work.

B11.3 After award of Contract, the name(s) of the successful Bidder(s) and the Contract amount(s) will 
be available on the Closed Bid Opportunities (or Public/Posted Opening & Award Results) page 
at The City of Winnipeg, Corporate Finance, Materials Management Division website at 
http://www.winnipeg.ca/matmgt 

B11.4 The Bidder is advised that any information contained in any Bid may be released if required by 
City policy or procedures, by The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act 
(Manitoba), by other authorities having jurisdiction, or by law. 

B12. IRREVOCABLE BID 

B12.1 The Bid(s) submitted by the Bidder shall be irrevocable for the time period specified in 
Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid. 

B12.2 The acceptance by the City of any Bid shall not release the Bids of the next two lowest 
evaluated responsive Bidders and these Bidders shall be bound by their Bids on such Work for 
the time period specified in Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid. 

B13. WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 

B13.1 A Bidder may withdraw his Bid without penalty by giving written notice to the Manager of 
Materials at any time prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B13.1.1 Notwithstanding C22.5, the time and date of receipt of any notice withdrawing a Bid shall 
be the time and date of receipt as determined by the Manager of Materials. 
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B13.1.2 The City will assume that any one of the contact persons named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: 
Bid or the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid, and 
only such person, has authority to give notice of withdrawal. 

B13.1.3 If a Bidder gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of 
Materials will: 
(a) retain the Bid until after the Submission Deadline has elapsed; 
(b) open the Bid to identify the contact person named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid and

B14.2 Further to B14.1(a), the Award Authority may reject a Bid as being non-responsive if the Bid is 
incomplete, obscure or conditional, or contains additions, deletions, alterations or other 
irregularities.  The Award Authority may reject all or any part of any Bid, or waive technical 
requirements or minor informalities or irregularities if the interests of the City so require. 

B14.3 Further to B14.1(b), the Award Authority shall reject any Bid submitted by a Bidder who does 
not demonstrate, in his Bid or in other information required to be submitted, that he is 
responsible and qualified. 

B14.4 Further to B14.1(c), the Total Bid Price shall be the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit 
prices for each item shown on Form B: Prices. 

B14.4.1 If there is any discrepancy between the Total Bid Price written in figures, the Total Bid 
Price written in words and the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each 
item, the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each item shall take 
precedence. 

B14.4.2 Further to B14.1(a), in the event that a unit price is not provided on Form B: Prices, the City 
will determine the unit price by dividing the Amount (extended price) by the approximate 
quantity, for the purposes of evaluation and payment. 

B14.5 This Contract will be awarded as a whole. 

B15. AWARD OF CONTRACT 

B15.1 The City will give notice of the award of the Contract or will give notice that no award will be 
made. 

B15.2 The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Bidder, even though one or all of the 
Bidders are determined to be responsible and qualified, and the Bids are determined to be 
responsive. 
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B15.2.1 Without limiting the generality of B15.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract 
where: 
(a) the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work; 
(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past; 
(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a 

significant portion thereof, with its own forces; 
(d) only one Bid is received; or 
(e) in the judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served 

by not awarding a Contract. 

B15.3 Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the responsible 
and qualified Bidder submitting the lowest evaluated responsive Bid in accordance with B14. 

B15.3.1 Following the award of contract, a Bidder will be provided with information related to the 
evaluation of his Bid upon written request to the Contract Administrator. 

B15.4 Notwithstanding C4.1, the City will issue a purchase order to the successful Bidder in lieu of the 
execution of a Contract. 

B15.5 The Contract Documents, as defined in C1.1(n)(ii), in their entirety shall be deemed to be 
incorporated in and to form a part of the purchase order notwithstanding that they are not 
necessarily attached to or accompany said purchase order.

GENERAL 

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS 

D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Supply of Services, these Supplemental Conditions are 
applicable to the Work of the Contract. 

D2. SCOPE OF WORK 

D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist snow clearing services and winter 
maintenance on City owned parking lots and Civic Centre Parkade for the period from 
November 7, 2011 until April 30, 2014, with the option of two (2) mutually agreed upon one (1 ) 
year extensions. 

D2.1.1 The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within sixty (60) Calendar 
Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the 
Contractor as a result of such negotiations. 

D2.1.2 Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on October 1 of the 
respective year.  Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the Contractor 
without written approval by the Contract Administrator.  

D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows: 
(a) City Owned Parking Lots; and 
(b) Civic Centre Parkade. 

D2.3 The Work shall be done on an "as required" basis during the term of the Contract. 

D2.3.1 The type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract shall be as authorized 
from time to time by the Contract Administrator and/or Users. 

D2.3.2 Notwithstanding C7.4, the City shall have no obligation under the Contract to purchase any 
quantity of any item in excess of its actual operational requirements. 

D2.3 Notwithstanding D2.1, the type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract is 
subject to annual approval of monies therefore in a budget by Council.  Bidders are advised that 
monies have been approved for work up to and including December 31, 2011. 

D2.4 Notwithstanding D2.1, in the event that operational changes result in substantial changes to the 
requirements for Work, the City reserves the right to alter the type or quantity of work performed 
under this Contract, or to terminate the Contract, upon thirty (30) Calendar Days written notice 
by the Contract Administrator.  In such an event, no claim may be made for damages on the 
ground of loss of anticipated profit on Work. 

D3. DEFINITIONS 

D3.1 When used in this Bid Opportunity: 
(a) "User" means a person, department or other administrative unit of the City authorized by 

the Contract Administrator to order Work under this Contract;

D5. CONTRACTOR'S SUPERVISOR 

D5.1 Further to C6.19, the Contractor shall employ and keep on the Work, at all times during the 
performance of the Work, a competent supervisor and assistants, if necessary, acceptable to 
the Contract Administrator.  The supervisor shall represent the Contractor on the Site.  The 
supervisor shall not be replaced without the prior consent of the Contract Administrator unless 
the supervisor proves to be unsatisfactory to the Contractor and ceases to be in his employ. 

D5.2 Before commencement of Work, the Contractor shall identify his designated supervisor and any 
additional personnel representing the Contractor and their respective roles and responsibilities 
for the Work.

SUBMISSIONS 

D7. AUTHORITY TO CARRY ON BUSINESS 

D7.1 The Contractor shall be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly 
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly 
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Contractor 
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Contractor does carry on 
business, throughout the term of the Contract, and shall provide the Contract Administrator with 
evidence thereof upon request. 

D8. INSURANCE 

D8.1 The Contractor shall provide and maintain the following insurance coverage: 
(a) commercial general liability insurance, in the amount of at least two million dollars 

($2,000,000.00) inclusive, with The City of Winnipeg added as an additional insured; such 
liability policy to also contain a cross-liability clause, contractual liability, unlicensed vehicle 
liability (contractors’ equipment cover), non-owned automobile liability and products and 
completed operations cover, to remain in place at all times during the performance of the 
Work; 

(b) Automobile liability insurance for owned automobiles used for or in connection with the 
Work in the amount of at least two million dollars ($2,000,000.00); automobile insurance 
with stated limits to be retained at all times during the performance of the Work; such 
insurance may be met through the commercial general liability cover where applicable. 
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D8.2 The Certificate must clearly state: “Operations include snow removal as per Scope of Work 
under Section D9.2 ( City owned Parking Lots and Civic Centre Parkade). 

D8.3 All policies shall be taken out with insures licensed to and carry on business in the Province of 
Manitoba. 

D8.4 Deductibles must be expressly stated on the certificate of insurance and must not exceed 
$5,000.00. 

D8.5 Deductibles shall be borne by the Contractor. 

D8.6 The Contractor shall file with the City certificates of insurance, confirming and expressly stating 
all requirements, in a form satisfactory to the City Solicitor; these certificates must be received 
by the City and approved, prior to commencement of any Work. 

D8.7 The Contractor shall not cancel, materially alter, or cause each policy to lapse without providing 
at least fifteen (15) Calendar Days prior written notice to the Contract Administrator. 

D8.8 The City shall have the right to alter limits and/or coverage’s as reasonably required from time 
to time during the continuance of this agreement. 

D9. SECURITY CLEARANCE 

D9.1 The City will conduct a Level One Security Clearance Check, for any individual proposed to 
perform work under the Contract at Winnipeg Police Service facilities including the Civic Centre 
Parkade. 

D9.2 The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a list of individuals proposed to 
perform Work under the Contract at Winnipeg Police Service facilities:

thirty (30) Calendar Days before each individual is proposed to commence Work at 
Winnipeg Police Service facilities. 

D9.3 Each individual shall submit the required information and form to the Winnipeg Police Service 
Division 30 Clerk at Main Floor, 151 Princess Street: 
(a) A completed Form P-608: Security Clearance Check authorization form. 

(a) Signature of Witness shall be signed by the contact person stated on Paragraph 3 of 
Form A: Bid. 

(b) Identification - driver’s license (with photo), birth certificate or social insurance number 
(SIN). 
(a) Photocopies of the identification must be legible, signed as true copies and witnessed 

by the contact person stated on Paragraph 3 of Form A:  Bid. 

D9.4 Any individual for whom a satisfactory Level One Security Clearance is not obtained will not be 
permitted to perform any Work within Winnipeg Police Service facilities. 

D9.5 Any satisfactory Security Clearance obtained thereby will be deemed valid for two (2) years 
from the date of clearance, subject to a repeated Security Clearance Check as hereinafter 
specified. 
(a) Each individual doing Work in a Winnipeg Police Service Facility shall provide photo 

identification upon entry, in order that their Level One security clearance can be verified.  

D9.6 Notwithstanding the foregoing, at any time during the term of the Contract, the City may, at its 
sole discretion and acting reasonably, require a further Security Clearance Check.  Any 
individual who fails to obtain a satisfactory Security Clearance Check as a result of a repeated 
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Security Clearance Check will not be permitted to continue to perform Work under the Contract 
at Winnipeg Police Service Facilities. 

D9.7 Any individual who fails to obtain a satisfactory Security Clearance Check may request 
reconsideration by writing to:

CONTROL OF WORK 

D10. COMMENCEMENT 

D10.1 The Contractor shall not commence any Work until he is in receipt of a notice of award from the 
City authorizing the commencement of the Work. 

D10.2 The Contractor shall not commence any Work on the Site until: 
(a) the Contract Administrator has confirmed receipt and approval of: 

(i) evidence of authority to carry on business specified in D7; 
(ii) evidence of the workers compensation coverage specified in C6.14; 
(iii) evidence of the insurance specified in D8; and 
(iv) the security clearances specified in D9. 

(b) the Contractor has attended a meeting with the Contract Administrator, or the Contract 
Administrator has waived the requirement for a meeting. 

D10.3 For City owned parking lots the Contractor shall commence the Work within four (4) hours of a 
request for service. 

D10.4 For the Civic Centre Courtyard the Contractor shall commence the Work within three (3) hours 
of a request for service. 

D11. PRIME CONTRACTOR – THE WORKPLACE SAFETY AND HEALTH ACT (MANITOBA) 

D11.1 Further to C6.23, the Contractor shall be the Prime Contractor and shall serve as, and have the 
duties of the Prime Contractor in accordance with The Workplace Safety and Health Act 
(Manitoba). 

D12. SAFETY 

D12.1 The Contractor shall be solely responsible for safety at the Site and for compliance with all laws, 
rules, regulations and practices required by the applicable safety legislation. 

D12.2 The Contractor shall be solely responsible for securing the Site, and any existing facility 
thereon, and for the proper care and protection of the Work already performed. 

D12.3 The Contractor shall do whatever is necessary to ensure that: 
(a) no person, property, right, easement or privilege is injured, damaged or infringed by reason 

of the Contractor's activities in performing the Work; 
(b) the health and safety of all persons employed in the performance of the Work or otherwise 

is not endangered by the method or means of its performance; 
(c) adequate medical services are available to all persons employed on the Work and at all 

times during the performance of the Work; 
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(d) pedestrian and other traffic on any public or private road or waterway is not unduly 
impeded, interrupted or endangered by the performance or existence of the Work or Plant; 

D13. ORDERS 

D13.1 The Contractor shall provide a local Winnipeg telephone number or a toll-free telephone number 
and an e-mail address at which orders for service may be placed. 

D14. RECORDS 

D14.1 The Contractor shall keep detailed records of the services supplied under the Contract. 

D14.2 The Contractor shall record, as a minimum, for each item listed on Form B: Prices: 
(a) user name(s) and addresses; 
(b) order date(s); 
(c) service date(s); and 
(d) description and quantity of services provided. 

D14.3 The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a progress report by 6:00 a.m. the 
day following each order of work by phone or e-mail. 

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT 

D15. INVOICES 

D15.1 Further to C11, the Contractor shall submit an invoice for each order delivered to:

D15.2 Invoices must clearly indicate, as a minimum: 
(a) the City's purchase order number; 
(b) date of services; 
(c) address/location at which service was provided; 
(d) type and quantity of services provided; 
(e) the amount payable with GST and MRST shown as separate amounts; and 
(f) the Contractor's GST registration number. 

D15.3 The City will bear no responsibility for delays in approval of invoices which are improperly 
submitted. 

D15.4 Bids Submissions must be submitted to the address in B7.7. 

D16. PAYMENT 

D16.1 Further to C11, payment shall be in Canadian funds net thirty (30) Calendar Days after receipt 
and approval of the Contractor's invoice. 

D16.2 Further to C11, the City may at its option pay the Contractor by direct deposit to the Contractor’s 
banking institution.

D17.1 Warranty is as stated in C12. 
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PART E - SPECIFICATIONS 

GENERAL 

E1. APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS AND DRAWINGS 

E1.1 These Specifications shall apply to the Work. 

E1.2 Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an 
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B6. 

E2. SERVICES 

E2.1 The Contractor shall provide snow clearing and removal services in accordance with the 
requirements hereinafter specified. 

E2.2 Plowing is generally done when falling or drifting snow reaches a default depth of 10cm and on 
request of the Contract Administrator. 

E2.3 Mobilization of snow removal forces and equipment shall occur within 4 hours of call out.  
Mobilization time will be recorded. 

E2.4 Priority 1 lots will be cleared within 12 hours.  All piles removed within 24 hours. 

E2.5 Priority 2 & 3 lots will be cleared within 24 hours.  All piles removed within 48 hours. 

E2.6 Priority lists will be faxed to the Contractor when clearing is required and will be followed by the 
corresponding lots in order of priority. 

E2.7 Each operator is required to call the Winnipeg Parking Authority (WPA) 24 hour dispatch 
number at 986-6281 when they arrive at each lot.  When departing the lot, the WPA dispatch is 
to be phoned and advised as to the status of the clearing (ie. There is a 6ft pile located on the 
NE corner of the lot). 

E2.8 The Contractor shall supply all labour and equipment necessary to perform the Work. 

E2.9 The Contractor shall scrape all snow down to the bare concrete/paved surface. 

E2.10 The Contractor shall haul the snow to nearest City snow dump site. 

E2.11 The Contractor shall cooperate with the City and other trades and arrange procedures so that 
the work, storage of materials, use of accesses, etc. will permit the existing functions of the 
building and grounds without interference. 

E2.12 The City shall provide the Contractor with all signs and barricades to perform the Work. 

E2.13 Sand/Salt mix shall be 90/10 ratio. 

E3. CITY OWNED PARKING LOTS AND CIVIC CENTRE PARKADE 

E3.1 The Contractor should have as a minimum: 
(a) two (2) Skid Steer Loader (J12), rubber tired (in weight, size, speed, manoeuvrability and 

bucket size) for scraping snow only;  
(b) Four (4) Loaders (J3), 4 wheel drive, rubber tired, operating weight of 21,000 lbs. to 28,000 

lbs, bucket size of 2.25 to 3 y d3, capable of loading tandem or semi-trailer trucks supplied 
for hauling snow; 

(c) Two (2) Graders (K5), 160 to 170 flywheel horsepower or greater. 
(d) Three (3) tractor trailers (A7A), for hauling snow without snow sides. 
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(e) One (1) Sander, tandem axle (computerized spreader control not required) for sanding lots. 

E3.2 The Contractor shall provide two (2) labourers to assist in the clearing of snow at the Civic 
Centre Parkade.  All snow within eighteen (18) inches of building walls and on steps shall be 
removed by hand. 

E4. CIVIC CENTRE PARKADE 

E4.1 The Contractor shall scrape the snow from the Civic Centre Parkade and dump the snow from 
the northeast corner of the parkade over the wall to James Avenue for immediate hauling  This 
operation shall only be conducted with a signal man on both the roof top and on James Avenue 
observing and indicating to the operator that no pedestrians or vehicles are below.  The 
Contractor shall scrape, load and haul snow from other areas as designated by the Contract 
Administrator.  The volume of snow will vary from between twenty (20) cubic meters to ninety 
(90) cubic meters. 

E5. CITY OWNED PARKING LOTS 

E5.1 Normally, the Contractor is requested to perform the Work after ten (10) cm of snow fall or wind 
drift snow has accumulated. 

E5.2 The Contractor will normally not be allowed to store snow in piles on the parking lots.  
Generally, the Contractor will be required to clear the snow from the parking lots and haul the 
snow to the closest City snow dump in one operation.  However, when the City snow dumps are 
not open or there is significant snowfall the Contractor will be allowed to clear the snow and pile 
the snow in an area designated by the Contract Administrator.  After the parking lots have been 
cleared then the Contractor will be required to remove the snow.
