SITE INVESTIGATION

The Project Manager or an authorized representative will conduct a Site Investigation tour of the
existing Shoal Lake Intake facilities, fuel storage and delivery systems on Tuesday, May 13,
2014 and Wednesday, May 14, 2014.

Proponents are requested to register for the Site Investigation by contacting the Project

The meeting point will be at the Greater Winnipeg Water District (GWWD) Rail Mile marker
82.44. From there the proponents will be transported via GWWD railway to the Shoal Lake
Intake for the site investigation. Signature of a waiver is required for travel via GWWD
railway. Directions to the meeting point will be provided upon registration for the site tour,
described in B3.1.1.

Proponents will be limited to up to two (2) representatives to attend the Site Investigation.

D3. BACKGROUND

D3.1 An assessment of the Shoal Lake Intake Facility was completed by AECOM in July 2012. The
assessment recommended the rehabilitation of the fuel storage and delivery systems, which
support the emergency power, fire protection and emergency pumping systems on site. The
existing storage and delivery systems are critical to the operation of the intake structure and
must remain in operation during the rehabilitation of the systems.

D3.2 The existing system consists of one (1) 25,000 L diesel fuel storage tank and one (1) 2,000 L
gasoline storage tank with dispensing system located on the west side of the rail line servicing
the site. The tanks are located on a concrete containment structure that is used to hold any
potential spills that may occur during fuel transfer operations. The fuel oil is then piped
underground from the storage tank to three (3) ancillary tanks located inside that service the
emergency generator, fire pumps, and diesel engine for a low lift pump. The main storage tank
is also used for fueling the site vehicles which have diesel engines and the smaller tank is used
for the site vehicles which have gasoline engines.

D3.3 The rehabilitated fuel system will generally consist of:

(&) One new diesel fuel storage tank sized for the greater of a ten (10) day peak load or
20,000 litres located on the east side of the rail track opposite the existing fuel storage
tank. The new tank will be installed on a new concrete pad designed to accommodate the
loads associated with the installation of the system. Fuel oil transfer pump located in the
tank and filters for automatic filling of the ancillary tanks. A new fuel transfer system
complete with concrete pad to unload from the train to the storage tank;

(b) One new 5,000 litre diesel fuel storage tank located on the west side of the rail track
adjacent to the existing fuel storage tank. The new tank will be installed on a new concrete
pad designed to accommodate the loads associated with the installation of the system.
Fuel oil dispensing system for transfer of the diesel fuel to various vehicles on-site
including rail-line equipment. A new fuel transfer system complete with concrete pad to
unload from the train to the storage tank;

(c) One new 2,000 litre gasoline storage tank located on the west side of the rail track
adjacent to the existing fuel storage tank. The new tank will be installed on a new concrete
pad designed to accommodate the loads associated with the installation of the system.
Gasoline dispensing system for transfer of the gasoline to various vehicles on-site
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including rail-line equipment. A new fuel transfer system utilizing the same concrete pad
as the new adjacent diesel fuel tank to unload from the train to the storage tank;

(d) New track containment pan for the new rail unloading location, which will be piped back to
the existing containment structure.

(e) Extension of the gravel road up to the new 5,000 litre diesel fuel and 2,000 litre gasoline
tank and a new containment apron for fuel dispensing. The drain for the apron will be
piped to the existing containment structure.

() Bollards around the storage tanks and fuel transfer systems;

(g) Exterior piping supports located between the fuel transfer system, the storage tank and the
pumphouse facility. Supports are to allow for proper venting and draining of systems;

(h) Fuel ail supply, return, venting and overflow piping systems to run aboveground were
possible;

() Ancillary tanks for the two fire pumps, the diesel generator and the diesel low lift pump;

() Instrumentation and controls for the automatic operation, monitoring and alarming of the
new fuel oil and gasoline systems;

(k) Electrical services for the new fuel oil and gasoline systems;
() Start-up and commissioning of the new systems; and
(m) Decommissioning and disposal of existing fuel oil systems.

D3.4 The existing system will have to remain in service until such a time that the new system has
been commissioned and can be put into operation.

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removal and disposal of the existing fuel oil and gasoline systems. Detail drawings

for pipe supports, penetrations and other details as required.

All technical specification shall be completed in NMS format.

All drawings, reports, recommendations and
other documents, originating therefrom involving the practice of professional engineering, shall
bear the stamp or seal and signature of a qualified Engineer as required by the Engineering and
Geoscientific Professions Act of the Province of Manitoba and By-laws of the Association of
Professional Engineers and Geoscientists of the Province of Manitoba. Other reports and
documents not involving the “practice of professional engineering”, such as letters of information,
minutes of meetings, construction progress reports, may be originated and signed by other
responsible personnel engaged by the consulting Engineer and accepted by the City. Progress
estimates, completion certificates and other reports related to the technical aspects of a project,
must be endorsed by the Engineer in a manner acceptable to the City.

Establishment prior to construction and submission to the City of written and photographic
records of, and assessment of the physical condition of adjacent buildings, facilities, and
structures sufficient to equip the consulting Engineer to provide valid evidence and relevant
testimony in settlement of any claim involving the City by any court of law, or by any other
party for damages thereto arising from the project;

Arranging and attending pre-construction meetings and on-site or off-site review meetings,
which meetings shall include representatives of the contractor and the City;

The preparation and submission of:

() adetailed design notes package including items such as structural, geotechnical,
hydraulic and heating, air-conditioning and ventilation design calculations; mechanical
and electrical design calculations related to process equipment and building services;
process design calculations; and instrumentation and process control design
calculations;

(i) approved related shop drawings and equipment process manuals all within one (1)
month of completion of each separate installation contract required to complete the
Works.

RESIDENT SERVICES

a)

Provision of qualified resident personnel acceptable to the City present at the project site to
carry out the services as specified immediately below, without relieving the contractor of his
contractual and other legal obligations in respect thereof:

(i) inspection of all pipe prior to installation;
(i) inspection and acceptance of excavation for, and full time inspection at the time of

bedding placement, pipe laying and backfilling in respect of installation of watermains,
land drainage sewers, and wastewater sewers;

(iif) inspection of installation of all connections to watermains, sewers, manholes, valves,
hydrants or house services, and excavation and/or exposing of all underground
services, structures, or facilities;

(iv) “full time inspection” and/or testing of watermains and sewers;

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(v) inspection of all excavations to determine soil adequacy prior to installation of base
and subbase courses for sidewalks, public back lanes, and street pavements.

It is to be understood that “full time inspection” will require assignment of a qualified person
to each specific location when the referenced work is being undertaken by the contractor.

Without relieving the contractor of his contractual and other legal obligations in respect
thereof, conduct detailed inspection of construction sufficient to ensure that the
construction carried out by the contractor is in conformance with the drawings and
specifications;

Co-ordination and staging of all other works on the project site including traffic signal
installations, hydro, telephone, and gas utility work, railway work forces and City or
developer work;

In conjunction with the City, provision of notice to adjacent residents and businesses of
those stages of construction of the project that will interrupt public services of access
thereto, sufficiently in advance of same to permit preparation therefore;

Enforcement of contractor conformance with the City of Winnipeg Manual of Temporary
Traffic Control in Work Areas on City Streets and with reasonable standards of safety for
motorists and pedestrians, without relieving the contractor of his contractual and other legal
obligations in respect thereof;

Provision of reference line and elevation to the contractor and checking upon the
contractor’s adherence thereto, without relieving the contractor of his contractual and other
legal obligations in respect thereof;

Responsible, sensitive, and prompt reaction to the reasonable requests and complaints of
citizens regarding the conduct of the project, acting in the interest of the City;

Arranging for and carrying out of testing of materials utilized by the contractor to ensure
conformance with the drawings and specifications, without relieving the contractor of his
contractual and other legal obligations in respect thereof;

Preparation, certification, and prompt submission of progress estimates to the City for
payment to the contractor for construction performed in accordance with the drawings and
specifications;

Arrange, attend and prepare and distribute records of and minutes for, regularly held on-
site or off-site project review meetings including representatives of the contractor and the
City;

Promptly reporting to the City upon any significant and unusual circumstances;

Promptly arranging for and taking part in a detailed final inspection of the project with the
contractor and the City prior to commencement of the period of contractor maintenance
guarantee specified in the contract for the project and providing to the City in written form
an appropriate recommendation of acceptance of the constructed or partially constructed
project;

Act as Payment Certifier and administer all contracts as required under the Builder’s Liens
Act of Manitoba;

Prepare a Certificate of Substantial Performance;

Preparation and submission to the City of “as-constructed” drawings for the project within
one (1) month of project completion;

Prepare a Certificate of Total Performance;
Provision of inspection services during the maintenance guarantee period of the contract;
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r Undertake a detailed inspection of the project with the contractor and the City prior to the
end of the period of contractor maintenance guarantee specified in the contract for the
project;

S) Keep a continuous record of working days and days lost due to inclement weather during
the course of contract works;

t) Prepare a Certificate of Acceptance.

6. ADDITIONAL SERVICES

6.1 Additional services are in addition to those specified in other Types of Services and may or may
not be associated with a construction project, but are not in place of or in substitution for those
services elsewhere specified in the Definition of Standard Consulting Engineering Services in
respect of other Types or Categories of Services.

a) Revision of completed, or substantially completed, drawings and/or specifications that were
in conformance with the original intent of the City orf had been accepted by the City;

b) Preparation of operating manuals and/or training of operating personnel,
C) Startup and/or operation of operating plants;

d) Procurement of materials and equipment for the City;

e) Preparation for and appearance in litigation on behalf of the City;

f) Preparation of environmental studies and reports and presentation thereof in public
hearings.
