D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the installation of water mains on 
Dugald Road from McFadden Avenue to Ravenhurst Street and on Ravenhurst Street from 
Dugald Road to Pandora Avenue in the Transcona area of the City of Winnipeg. 

D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows: 

(a) Installation of approximately 3,070m of 300mm diameter PVC water main pipe by 
trenchless method; 

(b) Abandonment of existing water mains as required; 

(c) Removal/abandonment of existing hydrant assemblies and gate valves as required; 

(d) Installation of valves and hydrant assemblies; 

(e) Reconnection or renewal of water service connections; 

(f) Restoration of pavement and boulevard areas.

D8. AUTHORITY TO CARRY ON BUSINESS 

D8.1 The Contractor shall be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly 
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly 
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Contractor 
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Contractor does carry on 
business, throughout the term of the Contract, and shall provide the Contract Administrator with 
evidence thereof upon request. 
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D11.2 If the bid security provided in his/her Bid was not a certified cheque or draft pursuant to 
B13.1(c), the Contractor shall provide the City Solicitor with the required performance security 
within seven (7) Calendar Days of notification of the award of the Contract by way of letter of 
intent and prior to the commencement of any Work on the Site but in no event later than the 
date specified in C4.1 for the return of the executed Contract. 

D12. DETAILED WORK SCHEDULE 

D12.1 The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a detailed work schedule at least 
two (2) Business Days prior to the commencement of any Work on the Site but in no event later 
than the date specified in C4.1 for the return of the executed Contract. 

D12.2 The detailed work schedule shall consist of the following: 

(a) a Gantt chart for the Work 

all acceptable to the Contract Administrator. 

D12.3 Further to D12.2(a), the Gantt chart shall show the time on a weekly basis, required to carry out 
the Work of activity or task.  The time shall be on the horizontal axis, and the activity or task 
shall be on the vertical axis. 

SCHEDULE OF WORK 

D13. COMMENCEMENT 

D13.1 The Contractor shall not commence any Work until he/she is in receipt of a letter of intent from 
the Award Authority authorizing the commencement of the Work. 

D13.2 The Contractor shall not commence any Work on the Site until: 

(a) the Contract Administrator has confirmed receipt and approval of: 

(i) evidence of authority to carry on business specified in D8; 

(ii) evidence of the workers compensation coverage specified in C6.15; 

(iii) the Safe Work Plan specified in D9; 

(iv) evidence of the insurance specified in D10; 

(v) the performance security specified in D11; 

(vi) the detailed work schedule specified in D12; 

(vii) the security clearances specified in F1; and 

(b) the Contractor has attended a pre-construction meeting with the Contract Administrator, or 
the Contract Administrator has waived the requirement for a pre-construction meeting. 

D14. SEQUENCE OF WORK 

D14.3 Further to C:6.1, the sequence of Work shall be as follows. 

(a) Work is not to run concurrently on Dugald Road and Ravenhurst Street. Only upon the 
completion of work along one street, including restorations, can work along the next street 
begin. This is ensure traffic lanes on Ravenhurst Street and Dugald Road are not restricted 
at the same time.  

D15. SUBSTANTIAL PERFORMANCE 

D15.1 The Contractor shall achieve Substantial Performance within one hundred (100) consecutive 
Working Days of the commencement of the Work as specified in D13 or by September 16, 
2018, whichever comes first. 

D15.2 When the Contractor considers the Work to be substantially performed, the Contractor shall 
arrange, attend and assist in the inspection of the Work with the Contract Administrator for 
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purposes of verifying Substantial Performance.  Any defects or deficiencies in the Work noted 
during that inspection shall be remedied by the Contractor at the earliest possible instance and 
the Contract Administrator notified so that the Work can be reinspected. 

D15.3 The date on which the Work has been certified by the Contract Administrator as being 
substantially performed to the requirements of the Contract through the issue of a certificate of 
Substantial Performance is the date on which Substantial Performance has been achieved. 

D16. TOTAL PERFORMANCE 

D16.1 The Contractor shall achieve Total Performance within one hundred and ten (110) consecutive 
Working Days of the commencement of the Work as specified in D13 or by September 30, 
2018, whichever comes first. 

D16.2 When the Contractor or the Contract Administrator considers the Work to be totally performed, 
the Contractor shall arrange, attend and assist in the inspection of the Work with the Contract 
Administrator for purposes of verifying Total Performance.  Any defects or deficiencies in the 
Work noted during that inspection shall be remedied by the Contractor at the earliest possible 
instance and the Contract Administrator notified so that the Work can be reinspected. 

D16.3 The date on which the Work has been certified by the Contract Administrator as being totally 
performed to the requirements of the Contract through the issue of a certificate of Total 
Performance is the date on which Total Performance has been achieved. 

D17. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 

D17.1 If the Contractor fails to achieve Substantial Performance or Total Performance in accordance 
with the Contract by the days fixed herein for same, the Contractor shall pay the City the 
following amounts per Working Day for each and every Working Day following the days fixed 
herein for same during which such failure continues: 

(a) Substantial Performance – One Thousand and Five Hundred dollars ($1,500); 

(b) Total Performance – Five Hundred dollars ($500). 

D17.2 The amounts specified for liquidated damages in D17.1 are based on a genuine pre-estimate of 
the City's losses in the event that the Contractor does not achieve, Critical Stages, Substantial 
Performance or Total Performance by the days fixed herein for same.  

D17.3 The City may reduce any payment to the Contractor by the amount of any liquidated damages 
assessed. 

D18. COOPERATION WITH OTHERS 

D18.1 Further to C6.25, the Contractor’s attention is directed to the fact that other Contractors, the 
personnel of other utilities and staff of the City of Winnipeg will be working in the areas on or 
adjoining the site.  The activities of these agencies may coincide with the Contractor’s execution 
of the Work, and it will be the Contractor’s responsibility to cooperate to the fullest extent with 
personnel working in the area, and such cooperation is an obligation of the Contractor under the 
terms of this contract. 

D19. SCHEDULED MAINTENANCE 

D19.1 The Contractor shall perform the following scheduled maintenance in the manner and within the 
time periods required by the Specifications: 

(a) Landscaping as specified in CW3510; 

D19.2 Determination of Substantial Performance and Total Performance shall be exclusive of 
scheduled maintenance identified herein.  All scheduled maintenance shall be completed prior 
to the expiration of the warranty period.  Where the scheduled maintenance cannot be 
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completed during the warranty period, the warranty period shall be extended for such period of 
time as it takes the Contractor to complete the scheduled maintenance. 

CONTROL OF WORK 

D20. JOB MEETINGS 

D20.1 Regular bi-weekly job meetings will be held at the Site.  These meetings shall be attended by a 
minimum of one representative of the Contract Administrator and one representative of the 
Contractor.  Each representative shall be a responsible person capable of expressing the 
position of the Contract Administrator and the Contractor respectively on any matter discussed 
at the meeting including the Work schedule and the need to make any revisions to the Work 
schedule.  The progress of the Work will be reviewed at each of these meetings. 

D20.2 The Contract Administrator reserves the right to cancel any job meeting or call additional job 
meetings whenever he/she deems it necessary. 

D21. TRAFFIC CONTROL AND MAINTENANCE OF ACCESS 

D21.1 Traffic control shall be carried out in accordance with Section 3.7 of CW 1130. 

D21.2 Further to D21.1, should the Contract Administrator require that Work on Regional Streets be 
carried out at night, on Sundays, on public holidays or that Work be restricted or suspended 
during peak traffic hours, the Contractor shall comply without additional compensation being 
considered to meet these requirements. 

D21.3 Regional Streets in this Contract are: 

(a) Dugald Road 

(b) Ravenhurst Street 

D21.4 Traffic control on Regional Streets during construction shall be as follows: 

(a) Dugald Road 

(i) Two-way traffic must be maintained in either a single lane with coordinated two-way 
flagging or two lanes at all times on Dugald Road to accommodate traffic flows. 

(ii) Maintain one lane in the Eastbound direction on Dugald Road at all times. 

(iii) Should the Eastbound traffic lane not be accessible to Westbound traffic, work must 
be staged such that two-way traffic flow is maintained. 

(iv) Between the hours of 19:00 and 07:00, maintain one lane of traffic for each of the 
Eastbound and Westbound directions on Dugald Road. 

(v) Intersecting streets and private approaches must be maintained at all times. 

(vi) Bus traffic must be maintained at all times 

(b) Ravenhurst Street 

(i) Two-way traffic must be maintained in either a single lane with coordinated two-way 
flagging or two lanes at all times on Ravenhurst Street to accommodate traffic flows. 

(ii) Intersecting streets and private approaches must be maintained at all times. 

(iii) Bus traffic must be maintained at all times 

D21.5 Additional specific traffic management requirements at Ravenhurst Street and Dugald Road to 
be determined by the Contract Administrator. 

D21.6 Traffic control on Non-Regional Streets during construction shall be as follows: 

(a) No Northbound traffic access onto Dugald Road in areas with two-way traffic in a single 
lane. 

(b) Intersecting streets and private approaches will be maintained at all times. 
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shall be forwarded to the Contract Administrator for payment.  The Bid Opportunity number shall 
be noted on each permit.
