The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(a)  provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to
determine the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal
or alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the
same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the
Supplemental Conditions for Total Performance;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the
substitute will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be
similar in substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing
the same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the
Supplemental Conditions for Total Performance.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in their
sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal’ or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days
prior to the Submission Deadline, to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will issue an Addendum, disclosing the approved materials,
equipment, methods and products to all potential Bidders. The Bidder requesting and
obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be responsible for disseminating information
regarding the approval to any person or persons they wish to inform.

SCOPE OF WORK

The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of tamping and alignment correction of
approximately 20 miles of the GWWD Railway mainline for the period from June 1, 2023, until
May 31, 2024, with the option of four (4) mutually agreed upon one (1) year extensions.

The Work is seasonal and will be scheduled during July, August, September, or October.

The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within ninety (90)
Calendar Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the
Contractor as a result of such negotiations.

Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on June 1 of the
respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the Contractor
without written approval by the Contract Administrator.

Bidders are advised that, in future, the City may be participating in collaborative
procurement initiatives with other levels of government. Accordingly, extensions to this
Contract may not be exercised.

The major components of the Work are as follows:

(@) Tamping of GWWD mainline railway;

(b)  Horizontal alignment correction of GWWD mainline railway;
(c)  Vertical alignment correction of GWWD mainline railway; and
(d)  Tamping of ballast to increase GWWD mainline railway elevation approximately 50 mm

or as directed by the Contract Administrator or their Designate.

The Work shall be done on an "as required" basis during the term of the Contract.

The type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract shall be as authorized
from time to time by the Contract Administrator and/or Users.

Subject to C7, the City shall have no obligation under the Contract to purchase any
quantity of any item in excess of its actual operational requirements.

Notwithstanding D2.1, in the event that operational changes result in substantial changes to the
requirements for Work, the City reserves the right to alter the type or quantity of work performed
under this Contract, or to terminate the Contract, upon thirty (30) Calendar Days written notice
by the Contract Administrator. In such an event, no claim may be made for damages on the
ground of loss of anticipated profit on Work.

COOPERATIVE PURCHASE
The Contractor is advised that this is a cooperative purchase.
The Contract Administrator may, from time to time during the term of the Contract, approve

other public sector organizations and utilities, including but not limited to municipalities,
universities, schools and hospitals, to be participants in the cooperative purchase.
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D3.3 The Contract Administrator will notify the Contractor of a potential participant and provide a list
of the delivery locations and estimated quantities.

D3.4 If any location of the potential participant is more than ten (10) kilometres beyond the
boundaries of the City of Winnipeg, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (15) Calendar Days of the
written notice, notify the Contract Administrator of the amount of any additional delivery charge
for the location.

UNFAIR LABOUR PRACTICES

Further to C3.2, the Contractor declares that in bidding for the Work and in entering into this
Contract, the Contractor and any proposed Subcontractor(s) conduct their respective business
in accordance with established international codes embodied in United Nations Universal
Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) https://www.un.org/en/about-us/universal-declaration-of-
human-rights International Labour Organization (ILO) https://www.ilo.org/global/lang--
en/index.htm conventions as ratified by Canada.

The City of Winnipeg is committed and requires its Contractors and their Subcontractors, to be
committed to upholding and promoting international human and labour rights, including
fundamental principles and rights at work covered by ILO eight (8) fundamental conventions
and the United Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights which includes child and forced
labour.

Upon request from the Contract Administrator, the Contractor shall provide disclosure of the
sources (by company and country) of the raw materials used in the Work and a description of
the manufacturing environment or processes (labour unions, minimum wages, safety, etc.).

Failure to provide the evidence required under D7.3, may be determined to be an event of
default in accordance with C18.

In the event that the City, in its sole discretion, determines the Contractor to have violated the
requirements of this section, it will be considered a fundamental breach of the Contract and the
Contractor shall pay to the City a sum specified by the Contract Administrator in writing (“Unfair
Labour Practice Penalty”). Such a violation shall also be considered an Event of Default, and
shall entitle the City to pursue all other remedies it is entitled to in connection with same
pursuant to the Contract.

The Unfair Labour Practice Penalty shall be such a sum as determined appropriate by the
City, having due regard to the gravity of the Contractor’s violation of the above
requirements, any cost of obtaining replacement goods/ services or rectification of the
breach, and the impact upon the City’s reputation in the eyes of the public as a result of
same.

The Contractor shall pay the Unfair Labour Practice Penalty to the City within thirty (30)
Calendar Days of receiving a demand for same in accordance with clause D7.5. The City
may also hold back the amount of the Unfair Labour Practice Penalty from payment for any
amount it owes the Contractor.

The obligations and rights conveyed by this clause survive the expiry or termination of this
Contract, and may be exercised by the City following the performance of the Work, should
the City determine, that a violation by the Contractor of the above clauses has occurred

These Specifications shall apply to the Work.

Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B6. In every instance where a brand
name or design specification is used, the City will also consider approved equals and/or
approved alternatives in accordance with B6.

SERVICES

The Contractor shall tamp and realign the GWWD Railway mainline in accordance with the
requirements hereinafter specified.

Item No. 1 — Tamping and Realigning GWWD Railway Mainline.

The Work shall be conducted using an automated Rail Tamping Machine.

(a) Rail Tamping Machine shall be capable of lifting, leveling, and tamping railway ties
and correcting mainline rail track alignment.

(b) Rail Tamping Machine shall utilize laser leveling.

(c) Rail Tamping Machine shall use combination vibrators to compact ballast, and adjust

rail ties and mainline rail track.

(d) Rail Tamping Machine shall be equipped with computerized equipment and software

to determine mainline rail track alignment corrections.

(i) Rail Tamping Machine shall continuously monitor and record the; current,
corrected, and anticipated mainline rail track position data.

(i)  The Rail Tamping machine shall be capable of processing and analyzing
mainline rail track position data to determine best fit track alignment
corrections. The Rail Tamping Machine shall allow the Operator to manually
modify and override recommended track alignment corrections.

(e) The Rail Tamping machine shall be capable of performing Work on mainline railway

curves.

The Contractor shall correct vertical and horizontal misalignments in the mainline rail to
ensure consistent spacing between rails and a smooth mainline rail grade to the
satisfaction of the Contract Administrator or their Designate.

The Contractor shall tamp all railway ties to ensure a strong and stable ballast to the
satisfaction of the Contract Administrator or their Designate.

The Contractor shall raise the mainline rail elevation approximately 50 mm on average or

as directed by the Contract Administrator or their Designate.
(a) The City will provide and layout additional ballast to facilitate lifting the mainline rail.
(b) A City Operator and Regulator will be on site to assist with the Work.

The GWWD Railway Mainline consists 60 Ib. per 3ft and 85 Ib. per 3ft mainline rail.

There will be a maximum of four (4) separate working locations along the GWWD Railway

per year.

Equipment can remain on the GWWD Railway at the end of a working day.
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E2.3 Item No. 2 — Mobilization and Demobilization:
E2.3.1 Mobilization and Demobilization shall include but is not limited to the transportation of all
equipment, supplies, and personnel to and from site for the duration of the Work.
E2.4 Item No. 3 — Standby (right of way interruptions)
E2.4.1 The Standby rate shall only be charged during right of way interruptions during a Working
Day.
E2.4.2 The Standby rate is the hourly rate for the entire crew and Rail Tamping Machine.
E2.4.3 The Contractor will have right of way on the GWWD Railway for twelve (12) hours per day
with the exception of approximately one (1) thirty (30) minute interruption per week.
(a) During a right of way interruption, the Contractor shall relocate the Rail Tamping
Machine and all other associated equipment and supplies to the nearest GWWD
Railway siding or as directed by the Contract Administrator or their Designate.
E2.4.4 The total Standby hours charged shall be the total duration of the right of way interruption

including the travel time to the nearest siding, the interruption, and travel back to the Work
location.
