B5.1 Information provided to a Bidder by the City or acquired by a Bidder by way of further enquiries
or through investigation is confidential. Such information shall not be used or disclosed in any
way without the prior written authorization of the Contract Administrator. The use and
disclosure of the confidential information shall not apply to information which:

(& was known to the Bidder before receipt hereof; or
(b)  becomes publicly known other than through the Bidder; or
(c) isdisclosed pursuant to the requirements of a governmental authority or judicial order.

B5.2 The Bidder shall not make any statement of fact or opinion regarding any aspect of the Tender
to the media or any member of the public without the prior written authorization of the Contract
Administrator.

B6. ADDENDA

B6.1 The Contract Administrator may, at any time prior to the Submission Deadline, issue addenda
correcting errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Tender, or clarifying the meaning or intent of
any provision therein.

(@) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to
determine the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal
or alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the

same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the
Supplemental Conditions for Total Performance;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the
substitute will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be
similar in substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing
the same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the
Supplemental Conditions for Total Performance.

The Contractor shall be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Contractor
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Contractor does carry on
business, throughout the term of the Contract, and shall provide the Contract Administrator with
evidence thereof upon request.

CONTRACT SECURITY

If the Contract Price exceeds twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00), the Contractor shall
provide and maintain contract security until the expiration of the warranty period in the form of:

(@) aperformance bond of a company registered to conduct the business of a surety in
Manitoba, in the form attached to these Supplemental Conditions (Form H1: Performance
Bond), in the amount of fifty percent (50%) of the Contract Price; or

(b)  anirrevocable standby letter of credit issued by a bank or other financial institution
registered to conduct business in Manitoba and drawn on a branch located in Winnipeg,
in the form attached to these Supplemental Conditions (Form H3: Irrevocable Standby

(c) a certified cheque or draft payable to “The City of Winnipeg”, drawn on a bank or other
financial institution registered to conduct business in Manitoba, in the amount of fifty
percent (50%) of the Contract Price.

Where the contract security is a performance bond, it may be submitted in hard copy or
digital format. If submitted in digital format the contract security must meet the following
criteria:

(b) the version submitted by the Contractor must be verifiable by the City with respect to
the totality and wholeness of the bond form, including: the content; all digital
signatures and digital seals; with the surety company, or an approved verification
service provider of the surety company.

(c) the version submitted must be viewable, printable and storable in standard electronic
file formats compatible with the City, and in a single file. Allowable formats include pdf.

Any defects or deficiencies in the
Work noted during that inspection shall be remedied by the Contractor at the earliest possible
instance and the Contract Administrator notified so that the Work can be reinspected.

D14.3  The date on which the Work has been certified by the Contract Administrator as being totally
performed to the requirements of the Contract through the issue of a certificate of Total
Performance is the date on which Total Performance has been achieved.

D15. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

D15.2  The amount specified for liquidated damages in D15.1 is based on a genuine pre-estimate of
the City's damages in the event that the Contractor does not achieve Total Performance by the
day fixed herein for same.

D15.3  The City may reduce any payment to the Contractor by the amount of any liquidated damages
assessed.

D16. SUPPLY CHAIN DISRUPTION SCHEDULE DELAYS

D16.1  The City acknowledges that the schedule for this Contract may be impacted by the Supply
Chain Disruption. Commencement and progress of the Work shall be performed by the
Contractor with due consideration to the delivery requirements and schedule identified in the
Contract, in close consultation with the Contract Administrator.

D16.2  If the Contractor is delayed in the performance of the Work by reason of the Supply Chain
Disruption, the Work schedule may be adjusted by a period of time equal to the time lost due to
such delay and costs related to such delay will be determined as identified herein.

D16.3 A minimum of seven (7) Calendar Days prior to the commencement of Work, the Contractor
shall declare whether a Supply Chain Disruption will affect the start date. The Contractor shall
provide sufficient evidence that the delay is directly related to ordering of Material or Goods,
production and/or manufacturing schedules or availability of staff as appropriate.

D16.4  For any delay related Supply Chain Disruption and identified after Work has commenced, the
Contractor shall within seven (7) Calendar Days of becoming aware of the anticipated delay
declare the additional delay and shall provide sufficient evidence as indicated in D16.3. Failure
to provide this notice will result in no additional time delays being considered by the City.

JOB MEETINGS

Regular weekly job meetings will be held at the Site. These meetings shall be attended by a
minimum of one representative of the Contract Administrator, one representative of the City and
one representative of the Contractor. Each representative shall be a responsible person
capable of expressing the position of the Contract Administrator, the City and the Contractor
respectively on any matter discussed at the meeting including the Work schedule and the need
to make any revisions to the Work schedule. The progress of the Work will be reviewed at each
of these meetings.

The Contract Administrator reserves the right to cancel any job meeting or call additional job
meetings whenever they deem it necessary.

THE WORKPLACE SAFETY AND HEALTH ACT (MANITOBA) - QUALIFICATIONS

Further to B13.3, the Contractor/Subcontractor must, throughout the term of the Contract, have
a Workplace Safety and Health Program meeting the requirements of The Workplace Safety
and Health Act (Manitoba).

If applicable the Contractor will be required to provide builders’ risk insurance (including
boiler and machinery insurance, as applicable) providing all risks coverage at full
replacement cost, or such lower level of insurance that the City may identify on a case-by-
case basis, such as an installation floater.

E1l.2 The following are applicable to the Work:

E1.3 Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B7. In every instance where a brand
name or design specification is used, the City will also consider approved equals and/or
approved alternatives in accordance with B7.

El.4 Bidders are to comply with all Federal, Provincial and Municipal building codes and bylaws
during the project.

E15 Bidders are responsible for attaining all required permits to complete the work.

E1.6 The contractor shall supply all necessary components for the successful completion of the work.

E1.7 The Contractor shall supply all miscellaneous materials as required for the successful
completion of the project.

E1.8 The Contractor shall supply and install new panel cover plates to accommodate the new
breaker in the existing electrical cabinet. The new cover plates must match the existing
electrical cabinet as closely as possible in metal gauge and color and shall be fastened to
comply with industry standards.

E1.9 The Contractor shall remove and recycle the existing main breakers being replaced.

E1.10 The Contractor is responsible for the coordination of MB Hydro to shut off and restoration of
power to the individual sites within a 48 hour period of mobilization per site.
