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OPTION 5: One-Way Pair

Traffi c volumes split between northbound &  Æ
southbound roads.

One-way streets improve intersection operations. Æ

One-way streets require more circulation to local  Æ
destinations.

Provides opportunities for additional amenities  Æ

Additional intersections required for new road along  Æ
former CN Rail Line.

New buildings on former CN Rail Line right-of-way  Æ
need to be removed.

Back lane connections to east-west streets are too  Æ
close to the northbound couplet.
