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Rules of Use for Off-Leash Dog Areas (By-law 7147/98)  

Please obey the following rules while enjoying 
Winnipeg’s off-leash dog areas: 
• Dog owners must be present and within view of their 

dogs at all times.  
• Aggressive dogs are not allowed in off-leash areas.   
• Dogs must be under voice control while off-leash.  
• Dog owners must have a leash in hand at all times.  
• Female dogs in heat are not allowed in off-leash 

areas.  
• Holes dug by dogs must be filled by the dog owner.  
• All feces must be picked up by the dog owner and 

removed or deposited in waste receptacles.  
• All dogs must be licensed in accordance with the City 

of Winnipeg Pound By-Law. (By-law 2443/79) 
• All sites are open 7:00am to 11:00pm or as posted at 

the site.

1. Little Mountain Park – north of the west side Parking lot  
2. Kil-Cona Park – north of the west side parking lot.  
3. King’s Park – south end of park, northeast of pond.  
4. Maple Grove Park – north of boat launch parking lot, east of  

north/south road.  
5. St. Boniface Industrial Park – area surrounding retention pond 
bounded by Mazenod Rd., Camiel Sys St. and Beghin.  
6. Bourkevale Park – Area South of dike, along riverbank.  
7. Westview Park – Entire Park is an off-leash area.  
8. Sturgeon Rd. & Silver Ave. – Northeast area.  
9. Woodsworth Park – north of the parking lot.  
10. Stephen Juba Park/ Waterfront Dr. – north east of Waterfront Dr. 

and Pioneer, look for sign in tree line. 
11. Buffer Strip (Transcona) – Starting at Plessis Rd. just north of 

Kildare Ave. 
12. Brenda Leipsic Park – close to Parker Ave. – vacant land 

between Hurst Way and Daniel St. 
13. Charleswood Dog Park – (Formerly Charleswood Golf Course) 

between Oakdale Dr. and Haney just south of Charleswood
