(b) Include a Time Based Fee for Resident Services

(i) The proposal shall include a Time Based Fee schedule calculated on a time basis for
Resident Services.

(i) Time Based fees shall be based on one Inspector providing inspection services as
described in D10.1.

(i) For proposal purposes these fees should be based on 400 hours of inspection.
