QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

QUESTION #1: It has been noticed that the 2010 Smith Carter report suggests the construction of a new building in the
north end of the Site, but that is not included in the Option Matrix (Article 1). Has the City already dismissed new
construction on the north end as an option?

ANSWER: In a potential redevelopment of PSB, the building footprint will not be expanded. Proponents may note on
Survey Plan 55495 the allocation of land parcel ‘C’ to the north boundary limits of PSB; this has been created to secure
potential future interest in saving the underground tunnel and/or to accommodate building renovation requirements.
