GENERAL 

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS 

D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Construction Contracts, these Supplemental 
Conditions are applicable to the Work of the Contract. 

D1.2 The General Conditions are amended by striking out “The City of Winnipeg Act” wherever it 
appears in the General Conditions and substituting “The City of Winnipeg Charter”. 

D1.3 The General Conditions are amended by striking out “Tender Package” wherever it appears in 
the General Conditions and substituting “Bid Opportunity”. 

D1.4 The General Conditions are amended by striking out “Tender Submission” wherever it appears 
in the General Conditions and substituting “Bid Submission”. 

D1.5 The General Conditions are amended by deleting GC:6.16 and GC:6.17.  The City of Winnipeg 
is now within the jurisdiction of the Manitoba Ombudsman pursuant to The Ombudsman Act. 

D2. SCOPE OF WORK 

D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the construction of a new concrete 
foundation, relocation of existing trailer and all related works.

D4.1 At the pre-construction meeting, the Contractor shall identify his designated supervisor and any 
additional personnel representing the Contractor and their respective roles and responsibilities 
for the Work. 

D5. NOTICES 

D5.1 Except as provided for in GC:23.2.2, all notices, requests, nominations, proposals, consents, 
approvals, statements, authorizations, documents or other communications to the Contractor 
shall be sent to the address or facsimile number identified by the Contractor in Paragraph 2 of 
Form A: Bid. 
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D5.2 All notices, requests, nominations, proposals, consents, approvals, statements, authorizations, 
documents or other communications to the City, except as expressly otherwise required in D5.3, 
D5.4 or elsewhere in the Contract, shall be sent to the attention of the Contract Administrator at 
the address or facsimile number identified in D3.1.

SUBMISSIONS 

D6. PERFORMANCE SECURITY 

D6.1 If the Contract Price exceeds twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00), the Contractor shall 
provide and maintain performance security until the expiration of the warranty period in the form 
of: 
(a) a performance bond of a company registered to conduct the business of a surety in 

Manitoba, in the form attached to these Supplemental Conditions (Form H1: Performance 
Bond), in the amount of fifty percent (50%) of the Contract Price; or 

(b) an irrevocable standby letter of credit issued by a bank or other financial institution 
registered to conduct business in Manitoba and drawn on a branch located in Manitoba, in 
the form attached to these Supplemental Conditions (Form H2: Irrevocable Standby Letter 
of Credit), in the amount of fifty percent (50%) of the Contract Price; or 

(c) a certified cheque or draft payable to “The City of Winnipeg”, drawn on a bank or other 
financial institution registered to conduct business in Manitoba, in the amount of fifty 
percent (50%) of the Contract Price. 

D6.2 The Contractor shall provide the City Solicitor with the required performance security within 
seven (7) Calendar Days of notification of the award of the Contract by way of Purchase Order 
and prior to the commencement of any Work on the Site. 

D7. INSURANCE 

D7.1 The Contractor shall provide and maintain the following insurance coverage: 
(a) commercial general liability insurance, in the amount of at least two million dollars 

($2,000,000.00) all inclusive, with The City of Winnipeg being added as an additional 
insured, with a cross-liability clause, such liability policy to also contain a contractual

liability, an unlicensed motor vehicle liability and a products and completed operations 
endorsement to remain in place at all times during the performance of the Work and 
throughout the warranty period; 

(b) automobile liability insurance for owned and non-owned automobiles used for or in 
connection with the Work in the amount of at least two million dollars ($2,000,000.00) at all 
times during the performance of the Work and until the date of Total Performance; 

D7.2 Deductibles shall be borne by the Contractor. 

D7.3 The Contractor shall provide the City Solicitor with a certified true copy or a certificate of 
insurance of each policy, in a form satisfactory to the City Solicitor, at least two (2) Business 
Days prior to the commencement of any Work on the Site but in no event later than seven (7) 
Calendar Days from notification of the award of Contract. 

D7.4 The Contractor shall not cancel, materially alter, or cause each policy to lapse without providing 
at least fifteen (15) Calendar Days prior written notice to the Contract Administrator. 

D8. DETAILED WORK SCHEDULE 

D8.1 The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a detailed work schedule at least 
fourteen (14) Business Days prior to the commencement of any Work on the Site. 

D8.2 Work shall be coordinated to avoid disruption to occupants and access to the building shall be 
maintained at all times, except during shutdown period from August 3, 2004 to August 31, 2004, 
at which time the trailer shall be relocated to the new foundation. 

D9. SECURITY CLEARANCE 

D9.1 The City will conduct a Security Clearance Check, including but not limited to, banking and 
medical information, for any individual proposed to perform Work under the Contract at 
Winnipeg Police Service facilities. 

D9.2 The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a list of individuals proposed to 
perform Work under the Contract at Winnipeg Police Service facilities: 
(a) within five (5) Business Days of the Award of Contract; or 
(b) in the case of additional or replacement individuals during the term of the Contract, at least 

thirty (30) Calendar Days before each individual is proposed to commence Work at 
Winnipeg Police Service facilities. 

D9.3 Each individual proposed to perform Work under the Contract at Winnipeg Police Service 
facilities shall provide: 
(a) A list of names (including maiden names), addresses, dates of birth, telephone numbers 

and occupations of all immediate family members including stepbrothers, stepsisters, half-
brothers and half-sisters, and their spouses, common-law spouses, boyfriends, girlfriends 
and their family members.  The list should be typed in the following format:

(b) A list of names, addresses, dates of birth, telephone numbers and occupations of four 
closest friends.  Include information indicating when, where and how they were met. 

(c) The name, title or position, and telephone number of the immediate supervisor. 
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(d) A list of every past address, including the dates of residence, the names of any persons 
with whom the residence was shared and the reason for moving. 

(e) Identification - driver’s license (with photo), birth certificate and social insurance card. 
(f) A completed Form P-608: Security Clearance Check authorization form. 
(g) A cheque made payable to the City of Winnipeg in the amount of One hundred and eighty 

dollars ($180.00). 

D9.4 Each individual shall submit the required information, forms and payment in person to the 
Winnipeg Police Service Division 30 Clerk at Main Floor, 151 Princess Street: 
(a) within five (5) Business Days of the Award of Contract; or 
(b) in the case of an additional or replacement individual during the term of the Contract, at 

least thirty (30) Calendar Days before the individual is proposed to commence Work at 
Winnipeg Police Service facilities. 

D9.5 Any individual for whom a satisfactory Security Clearance is not obtained will not be permitted 
to perform any Work within Winnipeg Police Service facilities. 

D9.6 Any Security Clearance obtained thereby will be deemed valid for the duration of the Contract 
subject to a repeated Security Clearance Check as hereinafter specified. 

D9.7 Notwithstanding the foregoing, at any time during the term of the Contract, the City may, at its 
sole discretion and acting reasonably, require a further Security Clearance Check.  Any 
individual who fails to obtain a satisfactory Security Clearance Check as a result of a repeated 
Security Clearance Check will not be permitted to continue to perform Work under the Contract 
at Winnipeg Police Facilities. 

SCHEDULE OF WORK 

D10. COMMENCEMENT 

D10.1 The Contractor shall not commence any Work until he is in receipt of a Purchase Order from the 
Award Authority authorizing the commencement of the Work. 

D10.2 The Contractor shall not commence any Work on the Site until: 
(a) the Contract Administrator has confirmed receipt and approval of: 

(i) evidence that the Contractor is in good standing under The Corporations Act 
(Manitoba), or properly registered under The Business Names Registration Act 
(Manitoba), or otherwise properly registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on 
business in Manitoba; 

(ii) evidence of the workers compensation coverage specified in GC:6.14; 
(iii) the performance security specified in D6; 
(iv) evidence of the insurance specified in D7;  
(v) the detailed work schedule specified in D8;and 
(vi) the security clearances specified in D9. 

(b) the Contractor has attended a pre-construction meeting with the Contract Administrator, or 
the Contract Administrator has waived the requirement for a pre-construction meeting. 

D11. SUBSTANTIAL PERFORMANCE 

D11.1 The Contractor shall achieve Substantial Performance by August 27, 2004. 
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D11.2 When the Contractor considers the Work to be substantially performed, the Contractor shall 
arrange, attend and assist in the inspection of the Work with the Contract Administrator for 
purposes of verifying Substantial Performance.  Any defects or deficiencies in the Work noted 
during that inspection shall be remedied by the Contractor at the earliest possible instance and 
the Contract Administrator notified so that the Work can be reinspected. 

D11.3 The date on which the Work has been certified by the Contract Administrator as being 
substantially performed to the requirements of the Contract through the issue of a certificate of 
Substantial Performance is the date on which Substantial Performance has been achieved. 

D12. TOTAL PERFORMANCE 

D12.1 The Contractor shall achieve Total Performance by September 3, 2004. 

D12.2 When the Contractor or the Contract Administrator considers the Work to be totally performed, 
the Contractor shall arrange, attend and assist in the inspection of the Work with the Contract 
Administrator for purposes of verifying Total Performance.  Any defects or deficiencies in the 
Work noted during that inspection shall be remedied by the Contractor at the earliest possible 
instance and the Contract Administrator notified so that the Work can be reinspected. 

D12.3 The date on which the Work has been certified by the Contract Administrator as being totally 
performed to the requirements of the Contract through the issue of a certificate of Total 
Performance is the date on which Total Performance has been achieved. 

D13. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 

D13.1 If the Contractor fails to achieve Substantial Performance in accordance with the Contract by 
the day fixed herein for Substantial Performance, the Contractor shall pay the City five-hundred 
dollars ($500.00) per Calendar Day for each and every Calendar Day following the day fixed 
herein for Substantial Performance during which such failure continues. 

D13.2 The amount specified for liquidated damages in D13.1 is based on a genuine pre-estimate of 
the City's losses in the event that the Contractor does not achieve Substantial Performance by 
the day fixed herein for same. 

D13.3 The City may reduce any payment to the Contractor by the amount of any liquidated damages 
assessed. 

CONTROL OF WORK 

D14. PRIME CONTRACTOR – THE WORKPLACE SAFETY AND HEALTH ACT (MANITOBA) 

D14.1 Further to GC:6.26, the Contractor shall be the Prime Contractor and shall serve as, and have 
the duties of the Prime Contractor in accordance with The Workplace Safety and Health Act 
(Manitoba).
