GENERAL

These Specifications shall apply to the Work.

GOODS

The Contractor shall supply safety and first aid supplies in accordance with the requirements
hereinafter specified.

Safety Supplies

(a) all protective safety supplies which require C.S.A. (Canadian Standards Association)
approval in accordance with The Manitoba Work Place Safety and Health Act, shall bear
the C.S.A. logo. Items shipped without the C.S.A. logo shall be returned to the Contractor
Freight Collect and shall be removed from the Contract;

(b) the Contractor shall not substitute any product during the Contract without written
authorization from the Contract Administrator. The Contractor shall only be permitted to
substitute a discontinued product(s) and shall do so at no additional cost to The City;

(c) the Contractor shall advise in writing, The Contract Administrator of any product number
changes during the course of the Contract;

(d) Hardhats specified as items 71 and 72 on Form B: Prices, shall have “The City of Winnipeg
Logo” (colour black) hot stamped onto the front surface of the hardhat. The City shall
provide camera ready artwork to the Contractor. Unit prices on Form B: Prices are to
include hot stamp charges.

First Aid Supplies
(a) all tape rolls and spools shall be wrapped in individual protective packaging;

(b) the Contractor shall not substitute any product during the Contract without written
authorization from the Contract Administrator. The contractor shall only be permitted to
substitute a discontinued product(s) and shall do so at no additional cost to The City;

(c) the Contractor shall advise in writing, the Contract Administrator of any product number
changes during the course of the Contract;

Both Plastic and Metal First Aid Kits shall be filled in compliance with The Workplace Safety and
Health Act Manitoba regulation number MR 140/98 R and shall contain the following items as a
minimum;

(i) (1) first aid manual current edition
(i)  (5) pairs of disposable gloves - Non Latex
(i) (1) disposable resuscitation mask (with a one-way valve)
(iv) (1) disposable cold compress
(v) (12) safety pins
(vi) (1) splinter tweezers — blunt nose
(vii) (1) pair bandage scissors, 12 cm
(viii)  (25) antiseptic alcohol prep swabs
(ixX) (1) general purpose antiseptic (non-merthiolate based) 60 ml

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(b) Dressings: (each item to be sterile and individually wrapped in order to maintain sterility)
(i) (16) dressing — sterile three-inch by three-inch pads
(i) (2) large pressure dressings, sterile, square yard gauze compress
(i) (4) dressing — sterile bandage compress, 4” x 4" or 3" x 4"
(iv)  (32) dressing — sterile adhesive dressings, one-inch wide
(c) Bandages:
(i) (3) bandages, triangular, 40"
(i)  (2) bandage — two-inch by six-yard roller
(i) (2) tape rolls adhesive one-inch by two-and-one-half-yard
(iv)  (5) yards of tubular finger bandage with applicator
(v) (2) conforming bandages, 4”
(vi) (1) roll 3" elastoplast or equivalent approved product.
(vii)  (2) rolls 3" tensor bandages

DELIVERY

Goods shall be delivered on an "as required" basis during the term of the Contract, f.o.b.
destination, freight prepaid, to various locations within the City.

Goods shall be delivered within ten (10) Business Days of the placing of an order, except
where otherwise agreed at the time of ordering.

Goods shall be delivered between 8:30 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. on Business Days.
(a) Transit and Fire Paramedic Stores will receive deliveries between 7:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m..

The Contractor shall off-load goods as directed at the delivery location.
