GENERAL

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS

D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Provision of Services, these Supplemental Conditions
are applicable to the Work of the Contract.

D1.2 The General Conditions are amended by striking out “The City of Winnipeg Act” wherever it
appears in the General Conditions and substituting “The City of Winnipeg Charter”.

D1.3 The General Conditions are amended by striking out “Board of Commissioners” or
“Commissioner” wherever it appears in the General Conditions and substituting the “Chief
Administrative Officer”.

D1.4 The General Conditions are amended by striking out “Tender Package” wherever it appears in
the General Conditions and substituting “Bid Opportunity”.

D1.5 The General Conditions are amended by striking out “Tender Submission” wherever it appears
in the General Conditions and substituting “Bid Submission”.

D1.6 The General Conditions are amended by striking out “Bidding Instructions” wherever it appears
in the General Conditions and substituting “Bidding Procedures”.

D2. SCOPE OF WORK

D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the supply and installation of a rebuilt /
remanufactured refrigeration compressor

D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows:

(&) supply and mount a refrigeration compressor;

(b) isolate and remove existing defective unit;

(c) realign the compressor;

(d) supply and install an external oil filter, plus refrigeration oil;
(e) pressure test for any leakage;

() top up refrigeration if required; and

(g) reuse any or all component parts that are not defective.

D3. DEFINITIONS

D3.1 When used in this Bid Opportunity:

AUTHORITY TO CARRY ON BUSINESS

The Contractor shall be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Contractor
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Contractor does carry on
business, throughout the term of the Contract, and shall provide the Contract Administrator with
evidence thereof upon request.

WORKERS COMPENSATION

The Contractor shall be registered with the Workers Compensation Board of Manitoba, shall
provide and maintain Workers Compensation coverage throughout the term of the Contract, and
shall provide the Contract Administrator with evidence thereof upon request.

INSURANCE

The Contractor shall provide and maintain commercial general liability insurance, in the amount
of at least two million dollars ($2,000,000.00) all inclusive, with The City of Winnipeg being
added as an additional insured, with a cross-liability clause, to remain in place at all times
during the performance of the Work.

Deductibles shall be borne by the Contractor.

The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a certified true copy or a certificate
of insurance of the policy at least two (2) Business Days prior to the commencement of any
Work on the Site but in no event later than seven (7) Calendar Days from notification of the
award of Contract.

The Contractor shall not cancel, materially alter, or cause the policy to lapse without providing at
least fifteen (15) Calendar Days prior written notice to the Contract Administrator.

SECURITY CLEARANCE

Each individual proposed to perform Work under the Contract within City facilities or on private
property shall be required to obtain a Criminal Record Search Certificate from the police service
having jurisdiction at his/her place of residence.

Prior to the commencement of any Work, and during the term of the Contract if additional or
replacement individuals are proposed to perform Work, the Contractor shall supply the Contract
Administrator with a Criminal Record Search Certificate obtained not earlier than one (1) year
prior to the Submission Deadline, or a certified true copy thereof, for each individual proposed to
perform Work within City facilities or on private property.

Any individual for whom a Criminal Record Search Certificate is not provided, or for whom a
Criminal Record Search Certificate indicates any convictions or pending charges related to
property offences or crimes against another person, will not be permitted to perform any Work
within City facilities or on private property.

Any Criminal Record Search Certificate obtained thereby will be deemed valid for the duration
of the Contract subject to a repeated records search as hereinafter specified.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, at any time during the term of the Contract, the City may, at its
sole discretion and acting reasonably, require an updated criminal records search. Any
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individual who fails to provide a satisfactory Criminal Record Search Certificate as a result of a
repeated criminal records search will not be permitted to continue to perform Work under the
Contract within City facilities or on private property.

SCHEDULE OF WORK

D11. COMMENCEMENT

D11.1  The Contractor shall not commence any Work until he is in receipt of a Purchase Order
authorizing the commencement of the Work.

D11.2  The Contractor shall not commence any Work on the Site until:

(a) the Contract Administrator has confirmed receipt and approval of:

(i) evidence that the Contractor is in good standing under The Corporations Act
(Manitoba), or properly registered under The Business Names Registration Act
(Manitoba), or otherwise properly registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on
business in Manitoba;

(i)  evidence of the workers compensation coverage specified in D8;
(i) evidence of the insurance specified in D9; and
(iv)  the security clearances specified in D10.

(b) the Contractor has attended a meeting with the Contract Administrator, or the Contract
Administrator has waived the requirement for a meeting.

D11.3  The Contractor shall commence the Work on the Site within seven (7) Working Days of receipt
of the Purchase Order.

CONTROL OF WORK

D12. PRIME CONTRACTOR — THE WORKPLACE SAFETY AND HEALTH ACT (MANITOBA)

D12.1  Further to GC.5.02, the Contractor shall be the Prime Contractor and shall serve as, and have
the duties of the Prime Contractor in accordance with The Workplace Safety and Health Act
(Manitoba).

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

D13. PAYMENT SCHEDULE

D13.1  Further to GC.9.03, payment shall be in Canadian funds net thirty (30) Calendar Days after
receipt and approval of the Contractor's invoice.

WARRANTY

D14. WARRANTY

D14.1  Notwithstanding GC.10.01 and GC.10.02, the warranty period for each item of Work supplied
shall begin on the date of successful delivery and shall expire two (2) year thereafter unless
extended pursuant to D14.1, in which case it shall expire when provided for thereunder.

D14.2  If a defect or deficiency prevents the full and normal use or operation of the Work or any portion
thereof, for purposes of calculating the warranty period, time shall be deemed to cease to
elapse for the defective or deficient portion, and for any portion of the Work whose use or
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D14.3

operation is prevented by such defect or deficiency, as of the date on which the defect or
deficiency is observed or the use or operation is prevented and shall begin to run again when
the defect or deficiency has been corrected or the Work may be used or operated to the
satisfaction of the Contract Administrator.

Notwithstanding GC.10.01, GC.10.02 and D14.1, if any law of Manitoba or of the jurisdiction in
which the Work was manufactured requires, or if the manufacturer provides, a longer warranty
period or a warranty which is more extensive in its nature, then the provisions of such law or
manufacturer's warranty shall apply
