(a) a portion of the Work cannot be completed because of unseasonable weather or other
conditions reasonably beyond the control of the Contractor but that portion does not
prevent the balance of the Work from being put to its intended use.

D14.2.1 In such case, the date specified by the Contract Administrator for the warranty period to
begin shall be substituted for the date specified in GC:13.2 for the warranty period to begin.

Contractor will shot blast entire vertical and horizontal surfaces to remove any and all old
painted surfaces to clean substrate. Extra caution must be used to remove areas of loose
“shot”. In addition, pool openings (eg: drains, return diffusers, vacuum plugs, etc.) will be
plugged by Contractor to avoid blockages from shot media or paint.

Surface Preparation: Once all existing coating(s) have been removed by shot blasting, the
blasted concrete shall have a uniform surface profile of CSP-3 or approx. 2 — 3 mill profile.
All surface cracks greater than ¥ inch and bung holes should be feathered out and
repaired with flexible floor grout DevFloor 575.

The entire surface shall be painted, by brush and roll.

Primer: All Blasted concrete shall receive a coat of PRE-PRIME 167 epoxy @ 1.5 - 2.0
mills DFT. Most of the PRE-PRIME will be absorbed into the Blasted concrete.

First Coat: All primed surfaces shall have a coat of BAR-RUST 235 epoxy applied at 7 —
10 mills DFT.

Top Coat: All first coated areas shall receive a Final coat of BAR-RUST 235 applied at 7 —
10 mills DFT.

The lines and divisions shall be painted, by brush and roll, with BAR-RUST 235 to 3 Mils
DFT following the manufacturers coating system recommendations for this product.

The application of BAR-RUST 235 for the lane lines must be done within 5 days of initial
coating to ensure maximum adhesion of the stripped lane lines.

In areas where the deck is rusted. These areas shall be identified by the Contract
Administrator and the Contractor shall saw cut around these areas, remove the loose
material to sound concrete. In all cases where sound concrete is reached, and the top
portion of the reinforcing is exposed, the patch shall be increased in depth to a minimum of
1" below the steel mat. Where reinforcing is too high it shall be bent down and anchored to
the existing concrete with concrete anchors. Contractor shall notify Contract Administrator
upon completion of concrete removal in order to ensure concrete base is sound. Once the
upper concrete surface has been removed, all exposed reinforcing shall be cleaned by
blasting or by power brushing. Patches shall be kept dry until concrete pour to prevent
surface rust. All exposed rebar shall be blasted to SSPC-10 near white Metal. The blasted
rebar shall be primed with Cathacoat 302H zinc primer in Lieu of the PRE-PRIME 167 @
2 — 3 mills DFT. The Primed Rebar shall have a coat of BAR-RUST 235 epoxy applied at

6 — 8 mills DFT. Areas of exposed and prepped Rebar will be filled in with “SikaQuick
1000” as per manufacturer's recommendations.

Due to the nature of the work and the type of products used the Contractor will be required
to facilitate an air flow to keep the possibility of fume build-up to an acceptable level by
hoarding two exit doors and installing fans to create a “flow through” while maintaining
security of the building.

Pool area to be vented at all times during application and cure. A minimum of 7, 24 hour
days at 70 degrees F. is required to obtain a full cure. Ideally the surface shall have a
minimum of 14 mills DFT. And not exceed 24 mills DFT. Manufactures Product Data
sheets shall be followed at all times except with regards to Dry Film Thicknesses. This
specification supersedes these requirements.

Contractor must erect a snow fence barrier around perimeter of pool.
