The Contractor shall ensure that the
operations do not cause flooding or sediment deposition on areas where trees are located.

(e) Work on-site shall be carried out in such a manner so as to minimize damage to existing
tree branches. Where damage to branches does occur, they shall be neatly pruned.

All damage to existing trees caused by the Contractor’s activities shall be repaired to the
requirements and satisfaction of the Contract Administrator and the City Forester or his
designate.

No separate measurement or payment will be made for the protection of trees.

Elm trees cannot be trimmed between April 1 and July 31, inclusive.

TRAFFIC CONTROL

Further to clauses 3.6 and 3.7 of CW 1130-R1:

(&) Where directed, the Contractor shall construct and maintain temporary asphalt ramps to
alleviate vertical pavement obstructions such as manholes and planing drop-offs to the
satisfaction of the Contract Administrator. No measurement for payment will be made for
this work.

(b) In accordance with the Manual of Temporary Traffic Control, the Contractor (“Agency” in
the manual) shall make arrangements with the Traffic Services Section of the City of
Winnipeg to place all temporary regulatory signs. The Contractor shall bear all costs
associated with the placement of temporary traffic control devices by the Traffic Services
Section of the City of Winnipeg in connection with the works undertaken by the Contractor.
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ES5. TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT

E5.1 Further to clause 3.7 of CW 1130-R1:

E5.1.1 Maintain a minimum of one lane of traffic eastbound and one lane of traffic westbound in

the in the westbound lanes of William Avenue during Stage | construction works;

E5.1.2 Maintain a minimum of one lane of traffic eastbound and one lane of traffic westbound in

the eastbound lanes of William Avenue during Stage Il construction works; and

E5.1.3 Intersecting street and private approach access shall be maintained at all times.

E5.1.4 Should the Contractor be unable to maintain pedestrian or vehicular access to a residence

or business, he shall review the planned disruption with the business or residence and the
Contract Administrator, and take reasonable measures to minimize the impact. The
Contractor shall provide a minimum of 24 hours notification to the affected residence or
business and the Contract Administrator, prior to disruption of access.

E5.1.5 Pedestrian and ambulance/emergency vehicle access must be maintained at all times.

E6. PEDESTRIAN SAFETY

E6.1 During the project, along the back of curb on the side of the street which is under construction, a
temporary snow fence shall be installed. During Stage | the fence shall be installed on the
south side of William Avenue from Sherbrook Street to the pedestrian crossing at the entry
approach to the Health Sciences Centre main entry loop. During Stage Il the fence shall be
installed from Sherbrook Street to the pedestrian crossing at the east side of the approach to
the Health Sciences centre main entry loop. The Contractor shall be responsible for
maintaining the snow fence in a proper working condition. No measurement for payment shall
be made for this work.

E6.2 The Contract shall not be allowed to drill holes in concrete sidewalk not designated for removal
to support the snow fencing. Snow fencing supports shall be adequate to provide a secure
taught fence, free from sags which could result in snags or abrasions to pedestrians.

E7. WATER USED BY CONTRACTOR

E7.1 Further to clause 3.7 of CW 1120-R1, the Contractor shall pay for all costs associated with
obtaining water in accordance with the Waterworks By-law. Sewer charges will not be
assessed for water obtained from a hydrant.

ES8. SURFACE RESTORATIONS

E8.1 Further to clause 3.3 of CW 1130-R1, when Total Performance is not achieved in the year the
Contract is commenced, the Contractor shall temporarily repair any Work commenced and not
completed to the satisfaction of the Contract Administrator. The Contractor shall maintain the
temporary repairs in a safe condition as determined by the Contract Administrator until
permanent repairs are completed. The Contractor shall bear all costs associated with
temporary repairs and their maintenance.

EO9. INFRASTRUCTURE SIGNS

E9.1 The Contractor shall obtain infrastructure signs from the Traffic Services Sign Shop at 421

Osborne Street. The Contractor shall mount each sign securely to a rigid backing material
approved by the Contract Administrator. The Contractor shall fasten each sign to a suitable
support and erect and maintain one sign at each street as directed by the Contract
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Administrator. When the Contract Administrator considers the Work on the street complete, the
Contractor shall remove and dispose of the signs and supports. No measurement for payment
will be made for performing all operations herein described and all other items incidental to the
work described.

SUPPLY AND INSTALLATION OF PAVEMENT REPAIR FABRIC
DESCRIPTION

General
This specification covers the supply and installation of pavement repair fabric.
Referenced Standard Construction
(&) CW 3130 — Supply and Installation of Geotextile Fabrics.

MATERIALS

Storage and Handling

Store and handle material in accordance with Section 2 of CW 3130.

Pavement Repair Fabric

Pavement repair fabric will be Glas Grid Road Reinforcement Mesh - Style 8501 or
approved equal.

CONSTRUCTION METHODS

General

Install pavement repair fabric at random locations as directed by the Contract
Administrator.

The extent of the placement limits and quantities required will be determined by the
Contract Administrator and provided 48 hours prior to the placement of asphalt.

Proceed with installation upon completion and acceptance of the asphalt levelling course.

Install fabric in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications and recommendations.

Only construction equipment required to place the final asphalt surface course will be
allowed to travel on the exposed fabric.

Replace damaged or improperly placed fabric.

Ensure temperature of the asphalt material does not exceed the melting point of the fabric.
MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Pavement Repair Fabric

The supply and installation of the pavement repair fabric will be measured on an area basis
and paid for at the Contract Unit Price per square metre for “Pavement Repair Fabric”.

The area to be paid for will be the total number of square metres of pavement repair fabric

supplied and installed in accordance with this specification, accepted and measured by the
Contract Administrator.
