PART E - SPECIFICATIONS

GENERAL

E1l. APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS AND DRAWINGS

El.1 These Specifications shall apply to the Work.

E2. HISTORY

E2.1 Fire Paramedic Services requires the securing of a building that has been involved in a fire and
that building has to be secured immediately after the fire has been extinguished. The
Contractor is required to secure the building with either new locks/hasps, deadbolts, and/or
plywood, lighting, heating and temporary fencing.

(8) All board-ups and/or securing of buildings shall be done in accordance with the Vacant
Buildings By-Law No. 79/2010 Schedule B — Security Requirements for Vacant Buildings

E3. SERVICES

E3.1 The Contractor shall supply all labour, materials and equipment necessary to board-up and/or
secure buildings damaged by fire where required by the Fire Paramedic Service. Building
board-ups and or securing buildings may be private residences, apartment blocks or businesses
in accordance with the requirements hereinafter specified.

E3.2 Work is done only to the extent necessary to prevent unlawful access by others until the
homeowner or their insurance company can complete permanent repairs themselves.

E3.3 All labour and material, plant and equipment necessary to complete the work shall be provided
by the Contractor including power source (generator).

E3.4 Work for other City of Winnipeg Departments is excluded from this Contract.

E3.5 Work should commence within a maximum of one (1) hour of the placing of a call except where
otherwise agreed at the time of the call.

E3.6 The Work shall be done on an “as required” basis at any time twenty four (24) hours a day,
seven days a week during the term of the Contract at various Sites within the City of Winnipeg
limits.

E3.7 The major components of the Work are as follows:

(a) Call-outs are to be paid once per site, to assess that particular board-up. The call out fee
during normal and after normal hours shall be in accordance with Form B: Prices.

(b) Labour consists of all labour required to perform the Work at the hourly rate stated on Form
B: Prices.

(c) Material mark-up shall be the percentage applied to any invoices for material needed to
board-up or secure the building.

(d) Lock and hasp replacement shall include the cost of each lock and hasp and any other
materials required to install them.

(e) Dead bolt replacement shall include the cost of each dead bolt and any other materials
required to install them.

(H Plywood board-up shall consist of Plywood and all other material required for the board-up
and securing of the building. To include but not be limited to Plywood, nails and screws.

. If, during the Contract period, a partial piece of Plywood is used for board-up of a building
the cost per sheet shall be pro-rated to reflect the approximate quantity of Plywood used.
E.g. if only % sheet of Plywood is used the price shown on Form B: Prices item 8 shall be
divided in half.

(g) Screw replacement shall include the cost of each screw.

(h) Supply and Installation of temporary fencing should be plastic/vinyl snow fencing a
minimum of 48” high. Fencing shall be supported by steel rods at a minimum of 8 foot
intervals as necessary to maintain strength, uniformity and taughtness.

(i) Temporary wiring/electrical service. In the event that a structure has had it's electrical
service disconnected and there is a need for electrical service to either heat or light the
structure, the Contractor may be required to hire a licensed electrician to provide electrical
service to the structure. In some instances Hydro may be available to re-connect the
service.

() Clean up of the site.

(k) Provision of Heaters. A single residence home would normally require one electrical heater
per floor. Each heater should be 4.8 KW which equals approx. 16,000 BTU. These are
only required when the structure may be subjected to freezing temperatures.

() Quality Assurance shall be performed by the Contractor to ensure that the work completed
has met the requirements of the Contract in terms of self-audit. Consultation by the
Contractor with the Platoon Chief or designate must occur prior to the Contractor leaving
the board-up Site.

Unless otherwise accepted by the Contract Administrator or their designate, all doors, windows,
and other openings above the main floor, ( including roof openings/ventilation cuts if the
structure is salvageable) shall be covered with a solid piece of plywood, at least 8 mm thick.
The principal front entrance door of any building being boarded shall have the opening secured
with screws. All other opening shall have the boarding panels secured with nails.

Plywood shall be fitted within the frames in a manner accepted as good workmanship.
Openings shall be cleared of broken glass and any other loose material.

Facia signs, overhanging signs, roof signs and all other appurtenances, such as sun visors or
awnings shall be removed if they are in a dangerous condition or could create such a condition.

All loose or defective material on the exterior of the building shall be removed and any condition
which may become a hazard or danger to the public shall be corrected.

The Contractor shall take and save digital image(s) of each location. One digital image must
show the house number, and every item of Work that was performed for that location. The
images shall show the Work both before it has been performed and after.

The images are to be saved and kept by the Contractor for a period of one (1) year from the
date of the image. The images are to be submitted electronically via e-mail to the Contract
Administrator, within three (3) Working Days, of a request by the Contract Administrator.

Work shall be done in a reasonable manner to ensure completion as soon as possible.

The Contractor shall promptly report any delay or change to an agreed commencement or
completion time to the Contract Administrator and/or User.
