The Proponent and/or any proposed Subconsultant (for the portion of the Services proposed to
be subcontracted to them) shall:

(&) have successfully carried out services for the providing transportation impact studies,
feasibility studies, public engagement processes, and preliminary design services for
projects of similar complexity, scope and value; and to those required for this Project; and

(b) be fully capable of performing the Services required to be in strict accordance with the

However,
the Proponent is advised that any information contained in any Proposal may be released if
required by City policy or procedures, by The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy
Act (Manitoba), by other authorities having jurisdiction, or by law.

Following the award of Contract, a Proponent will be provided with information related to the
evaluation of its submission upon written request to the Project Manager.

IRREVOCABLE OFFER

The Proposal(s) submitted by the Proponent shall be irrevocable for the time period specified in
Paragraph 10 of Form A: Proposal.

The acceptance by the City of any Proposal shall not release the Proposals of the other
responsive Proponents and these Proponents shall be bound by their offers on such Services
until a Contract for the Services has been duly executed as herein provided, but any offer shall
be deemed to have lapsed unless accepted within the time period specified in Paragraph 10 of
Form A: Proposal.

The City will assume that any one of the contact persons named in Paragraph 3 of Form A:

Proposal, and only such person, has authority to give notice of withdrawal.

If a Proponent gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of
Materials will:

The City may negotiate with the Proponents submitting, in the City’s opinion, the most
advantageous Proposals. The City may enter into negotiations with one or more Proponents
without being obligated to offer the same opportunity to any other Proponents. Negotiations
may be concurrent and will involve each Proponent individually. The City shall incur no liability
to any Proponent as a result of such negotiations.

If, in the course of negotiations pursuant to B19.2 or otherwise, the Proponent amends or
modifies a Proposal after the Submission Deadline, the City may consider the amended
Proposal as an alternative to the Proposal already submitted without releasing the Proponent
from the Proposal as originally submitted.

Further to B20.1(a), the Award Authority may reject a Proposal as being non-responsive if the
Proposal Submission is incomplete, obscure or conditional, or contains additions, deletions,
alterations or other irregularities. The Award Authority may reject all or any part of any
Proposal, or waive technical requirements or minor informalities or irregularities if the interests
of the City so require.

Further to B20.1(b), the Award Authority shall reject any Proposal submitted by a Proponent
who does not demonstrate, in its Proposal or in other information required to be submitted, that
it is responsible and qualified.

Further to B20.1(c), Fees will be evaluated based on Fees submitted in accordance with B8.

Further to B20.1(d), Experience of Proponent and Subconsultants will be evaluated considering
the experience of the organization on projects of similar size and complexity as well as other
information requested.

Further to B20.1(e), Experience of Key Personnel Assigned to the Project will be evaluated
considering the experience and qualifications of the Key Personnel and Subconsultant
personnel on Projects of comparable size and complexity.

Further to B20.1(f), Project Understanding and Methodology will be evaluated considering your
firm’s understanding of the City’s Project, project management approach and team organization.

Further to B20.1(g), Project Schedule will be evaluated considering the Proponent’s ability to
comply with the requirements of the Project.

Notwithstanding B20.1(d) to B20.1(g), where Proponents fail to provide complete responses to
B6.2(a) to B6.2(d), the score of zero will be assigned to the incomplete part of the response.

AWARD OF CONTRACT

The City will give notice of the award of the Contract, or will give notice that no award will be
made.

The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Proponent, even though one or all of
the Proponents are determined to be responsible and qualified, and the Proposals are
determined to be responsive.

Without limiting the generality of B21.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract
where:

(a) the prices exceed the available City funds for the Services;

(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar services in the
past;

(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Services, or a
significant portion thereof, with its own forces;

(d) only one Proposal is received; or
(e) inthe judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served
by not awarding a Contract.

Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the responsible
and qualified Proponent submitting the most advantageous offer.

Notwithstanding Paragraph 6 of Form A: Proposal and C4, the City will issue a Letter of Intent to
the successful Bidder in lieu of execution of a Contract.

The Contract documents as defined in C1.1(n)(ii) in their entirety shall be deemed to be
incorporated in and to form a part of the Letter of Intent notwithstanding that they are not
necessarily attached to or accompany said Letter of Intent.

The Charleswood area of south-west Winnipeg contains a mix of primarily residential
development. There is also a substantial portion of Charleswood between the CN Mainline and
Ridgewood Avenue that is currently undeveloped. The intent of this feasibility study is to identify
and address both existing and projected future traffic and transportation planning issues.

On January 16 2012 The Standing Policy Committee on Infrastructure Renewal and Public
Works directed the Public Service to engage a consultant for the purposes of conducting a
“Charleswood Traffic Study” with the intent of presenting a final report for the December 2012
meeting of the Assiniboine Community Committee.

AUTHORITY TO CARRY ON BUSINESS

The Consultant shall be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Consultant
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Consultant does carry on
business, throughout the term of the Contract, and shall provide the Project Manager with
evidence thereof upon request.

INSURANCE

The Consultant shall procure and maintain, at its own expense and cost, insurance policies with
limits no less than those shown below.

The Consultant’s Professional Errors and Omissions Liability Insurance shall remain in
force for the duration of the Project and for twelve (12) months after total performance.

The policies required in D8.2(a) shall provide that the City is named as an Additional Insured
thereunder and that said policies are primary without any right of contribution from any
insurance otherwise maintained by the City.

The Consultant shall require each of its Subconsultants to provide comparable insurance to that
set forth under D8.2(a).

The Consultant shall provide the Project Manager with a certificate(s) of insurance for itself and
for all of its Subconsultants, in a form satisfactory to the City Solicitor, at least two (2) Business
Days prior to the commencement of any Services, but in no event later than the date specified
in C4.1 for the return of the executed Contract.
