PART B - BIDDING PROCEDURES

B1. CONTRACT TITLE

Bl.1 RIVERGATE OUTFALL GATE CHAMBER CONSTRUCTION AND UPGRADES

B2. SUBMISSION DEADLINE
B2.1 The Submission Deadline is 12:00 noon Winnipeg time, October 24, 2012.

B2.2 Bids determined by the Manager of Materials to have been received later than the Submission
Deadline will not be accepted and will be returned upon request.

B2.3 The Contract Administrator or the Manager of Materials may extend the Submission Deadline
by issuing an addendum at any time prior to the time and date specified in B2.1.

B3. ENQUIRIES
B3.1 All enquiries shall be directed to the Contract Administrator identified in D3.1.

B3.2 If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or is unsure of the
meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall notify the Contract Administrator of
the error, discrepancy or omission, or request a clarification as to the meaning or intent of the
provision at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

B3.3 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a
correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract
Administrator to all Bidders by issuing an addendum.

B3.4 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not
require a correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract
Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry.

B3.5 The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant to
B3 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing.

B4. ADDENDA

B4.1 The Contract Administrator may, at any time prior to the Submission Deadline, issue addenda
correcting errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or clarifying the meaning or
intent of any provision therein.

B4.2 The Contract Administrator will issue each addendum at least two (2) Business Days prior to the
Submission Deadline, or provide at least two (2) Business Days by extending the Submission
Deadline.

Substitutions shall not be allowed unless application has been made to and prior approval has
been granted by the Contract Administrator in writing.

Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine
the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal or
alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for
Substantial Performance and Total Performance;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for
Substantial Performance and Total Performance.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in
his/her sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as
an “approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days
prior to the Submission Deadline, only to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

The Bidder requesting and obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be entirely
responsible for disseminating information regarding the approval to any person or persons
he/she wishes to inform.

If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved equal”, any Bidder may use
the approved equal in place of the specified item.

If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved alternative”, any Bidder
bidding that approved alternative may base his/her Total Bid Price upon the specified item but
may also indicate an alternative price based upon the approved alternative. Such alternatives
will be evaluated in accordance with B14.

No later claim by the Contractor for an addition to the Total Bid Price because of any other
changes in the Work necessitated by the use of an approved equal or an approved alternative
will be considered.

QUALIFICATION

The Bidder shall:

(&) undertake to be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly

(c) have a written workplace safety and health program if required pursuant to The Workplace

The Bidder shall submit, within three (3) Business Days of a request by the Contract
Administrator, proof satisfactory to the Contract Administrator of the qualifications of the Bidder
and of any proposed Subcontractor.

The Bidder shall provide, on the request of the Contract Administrator, full access to any of the
Bidder's equipment and facilities to confirm, to the Contract Administrator’s satisfaction, that the
Bidder's equipment and facilities are adequate to perform the Work.

BID SECURITY

The Bidder shall provide bid security in the form of:

Bids will be opened publicly, after the Submission Deadline has elapsed, in the office of the
Corporate Finance Department, Materials Management Division, or in such other office as may
be designated by the Manager of Materials.

Bidders or their representatives may attend.

The Bidder is advised that any information contained in any Bid may be released if required by
City policy or procedures, by The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act
(Manitoba), by other authorities having jurisdiction, or by law.

IRREVOCABLE BID

The Bid(s) submitted by the Bidder shall be irrevocable for the time period specified in
Paragraph 11 of Form A: Bid.

The acceptance by the City of any Bid shall not release the Bids of the next two lowest
evaluated responsive Bidders and these Bidders shall be bound by their Bids on such Work
until a Contract for the Work has been duly executed and the performance security furnished as
herein provided, but any Bid shall be deemed to have lapsed unless accepted within the time
period specified in Paragraph 11 of Form A: Bid.

WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS

A Bidder may withdraw his/her Bid without penalty by giving written notice to the Manager of
Materials at any time prior to the Submission Deadline.

Notwithstanding C23.3, the time and date of receipt of any notice withdrawing a Bid shall
be the time and date of receipt as determined by the Manager of Materials.

The City will assume that any one of the contact persons named in Paragraph 3 of Form A:
Bid or the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 12 of Form A: Bid, and
only such person, has authority to give notice of withdrawal.

If a Bidder gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of
Materials will:

(a) retain the Bid until after the Submission Deadline has elapsed;

(b) open the Bid to identify the contact person named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid and
the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 12 of Form A: Bid; and

(c) if the notice has been given by any one of the persons specified in B13.1.3(b), declare
the Bid withdrawn.

imposed upon the Bidder by law and subject to such sanctions as the Chief Administrative
Officer considers appropriate in the circumstances. The City, in such event, shall be entitled to
all rights and remedies available to it at law, including the right to retain the Bidder’s bid
security.

EVALUATION OF BIDS

Award of the Contract shall be based on the following bid evaluation criteria:

(a) compliance by the Bidder with the requirements of the Bid Opportunity, or acceptable
deviation there from (pass/fail);

(b) qualifications of the Bidder and the Subcontractors, if any, pursuant to B9 (pass/fail);

(c) Total Bid Price;

(d) economic analysis of any approved alternative pursuant to B5.

Further to B14.1(a), the Award Authority may reject a Bid as being non-responsive if the Bid is
incomplete, obscure or conditional, or contains additions, deletions, alterations or other

irregularities. The Award Authority may reject all or any part of any Bid, or waive technical
requirements or minor informalities or irregularities, if the interests of the City so require.

Further to B14.1(b), the Award Authority shall reject any Bid submitted by a Bidder who does
not demonstrate, in his/her Bid or in other information required to be submitted, that he/she is
responsible and qualified.

Further to B14.1(c), the Total Bid Price shall be the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit
prices for each item shown on Form B: Prices.

If there is any discrepancy between the Total Bid Price written in figures, the Total Bid
Price written in words and the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each
item, the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each item shall take
precedence.

Further to B14.1(a), in the event that a unit price is not provided on Form B: Prices, the City
will determine the unit price by dividing the Amount (extended price) by the approximate
guantity, for the purposes of evaluation and payment.

AWARD OF CONTRACT

The City will give notice of the award of the Contract or will give notice that no award will be
made.

The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Bidder, even though one or all of the
Bidders are determined to be responsible and qualified, and the Bids are determined to be
responsive.

Without limiting the generality of B15.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract
where:

() the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work;
(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past;

(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a
significant portion thereof, with its own forces;

(d) only one Bid is received; or
(e) inthe judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served
by not awarding a Contract.

Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the responsible
and qualified Bidder submitting the lowest evaluated responsive Bid, in accordance with B14.
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B15.3.1 Following the award of contract, a Bidder will be provided with information related to the
evaluation of his/her Bid upon written request to the Contract Administrator.

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PART D - SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS

GENERAL

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS

D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Construction, these Supplemental Conditions are
applicable to the Work of the Contract.

D2. SCOPE OF WORK

D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the construction of a new cast-in-place
concrete gate chamber, construction and installation of 12200mm diameter pump-out precast
manhole on the existing 2590mm diameter LDS line, and supply and installation of steel
thimbles and cast-iron sluice and flap gates and associated hardware. The contractor shall
confirm the location and elevation of existing LDS prior to construction commences. Any
deviation of existing conditions from the drawings shall be communicated to the Contract
Administrator immediately.

D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows:
(a) Construction of a cast-in-place concrete gate chamber including supply and installation of

steel thimbles and cast-iron sluice and flap gates and associated hardware

(b) Construction of a new manhole cast-in-place concrete base
(c) Supply and installation of a new manhole on the new manhole cast-in-place concrete base
(d) Excavation, Shoring and Backfilling as required
(e) Existing Asphalt Curb and Asphalt Pavement Restoration
(H Sodding
(g) Site restoration and clean up

DANGEROUS WORK CONDITIONS

Further to clause C6.26 of the General Conditions, the Contractor shall be aware that
underground chambers, manholes, and sewers are considered a confined space and shall
follow the "Guidelines for confined Entry Work" as published by the Manitoba Workplace Safety
and Health Division. Contractor to address confined space entry procedures in site specific
safe work plan.

The Contractor shall be aware of the potential hazards that can be encountered in gate
chambers, manholes and sewers such as explosive gases, toxic gases and oxygen deficiency.

The air in a confined space must be tested before entry and continuously during the time that
personnel are inside the space. Equipment for continuous monitoring of gases must be
explosion-proof and equipped with a visible and audible alarm. The principal tests are for
oxygen deficiency, explosion range and toxic gases. Testing equipment must be calibrated in
accordance with manufacturer's specifications.

The Contractor shall ventilate all confined spaces including underground chambers, tunnels,
pipes and shafts as required and approved by the Manitoba Workplace Safety and Health Act
(the “Act”). If no ventilation is supplied, a worker must wear a respirator or supplied air to enter
the confined space.

Workers must wear a respirator or supplied air at all times when entering a chamber, manhole
or sewer where live sewage is present.

The Contractor shall provide a photoionization detector (PID) on site at all times to monitor
potential hydrocarbon vapours in the confined spaces. The gas detector and safety equipment
conforming to the Act shall be made available to the Contract Administrator for his use during
inspections. In addition, the Contract Administrator shall collect discrete air samples for
laboratory analysis.

The Contract Administrator may issue a stop work order to the Contractor if the above
guidelines are not being followed. The Contractor shall not resume his operations until the
Contract Administrator is satisfied the Contractor is following the appropriate procedures. The
Contractor shall have no claim for extra time or costs due to the stop work order for not
following these safety guidelines.

In the event the river level becomes higher than the gate chamber activation level and flow in
the sewer system is expected to exceed the sewer capacity due to spring runoff, the Contract
Administrator may suspend work activities that require temporary by-pass pumping and
temporary shutdown of the site. Suspension of these activities will continue until the river level
drops below flood pumping activation level and the high flow diminishes in the sewer.

If in the opinion of the Contract Administrator suspension of work activities that require
temporary by-pass pumping and temporary shutdown of the site may cause a delay in
completion of the Work through no fault of the Contractor, the completion date of the Work will
be adjusted accordingly.

(i)  Copies of the test reports for Performance and Leakage tests. Included on
the report shall bear the signature of the official who is responsible for the
gate assembly and testing.

(c) Field Testing

(i) Perform leakage tests in the Contract Administrator’s presence once sluice gate has
been installed to ensure compliance with the allowable leakage rate indicated in the
latest edition of AWWA C501.
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(i) Arrange for a qualified field representative of the sluice gates supplier/manufacturer
to be present during field testing.

(i)  Generally, the tests for seating head will be performed by closing the gate against
high river levels in the spring and measuring the leakage rate through the gate.

Further to CW 1130, if the Contractor fails to maintain disturbed surfaces as directed and within
the time period given by the Contract Administrator, the City or its designate may perform the
work required and the cost may be deducted from payments owed.

Costs for temporary surface restoration and maintenance shall be included in “Construction of
New Gate Chamber”.

The Contractor shall monitor and maintain temporarily restored surfaces as required until
permanent restoration is complete.

If, in the opinion of the Contract Administrator, temporarily restored surfaces are not being
adequately maintained or were not properly constructed and pose a danger to the public,
maintenance or reconstruction will be done by the City forces with no advance notification to the
Contractor.

SURFACE RESTORATION

Restoration of all existing surface areas disturbed by construction activities including but not
limited to areas disturbed by; construction equipment, placement of field office or equipment
trailer, snow clearing and where construction materials were stockpiled, shall be restored as
follows.

(d) Miscellaneous concrete slabs (median slab, sidewalk, bullnose: in accordance with
CWw3235).

(e) Costs for surface restoration shall be included in “Construction of New Gate Chamber”.

Sodding shall be measured on an
area basis and paid for at the Contract Unit Price per square metre for “Sodding” in Form B of
the Bid Submission.
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E21. BACKFILL UNDER TEMPORARY SURFACE RESTORATIONS

E21.1  Use class 2 back fill in excavation under temporary street pavement and sidewalk where Class
3 backfill cannot be jetted and flooded due to cold weather.

E21.2 Class 2 backfill may be compacted in 600mm lifts where backhoe operated pneumatic plate
compactors are used.

E21.3 Jetand flood Class 2, Class 3 and Class 5 backfilled excavations in spring when ground is not
frozen prior to permanent restoration.

E22.2  The Contractor will be required to perform snow clearing and sanding operations on City streets
and sidewalks within the Site where access to City snow clearing and sanding crews is blocked
due to construction activities or where construction activities have created unsafe, icy
conditions.

E22.3  Snow built-up on sidewalks and roadway shall be maintained to the condition of the surrounding
sidewalks and roadways.

E23. VIDEO INSPECTION OF SERVICES WITHIN LIMITS OF RENEWAL

E23.1  With the Contract Administrator present, provide video inspection of the sewer main within the
limits of the renewal

E23.2  Video inspection must:

(&) have an image quality such that an accurate assessment of the sewer service condition
can be made.
(b) have a distance counter visible on the screen.
E23.3  Video inspection of sewer main shall be measured on a length basis and paid for at the

Contract Unit Price per metre for “Sewer Inspection”. The length to be paid for shall be the total
number of metres of sewer services inspected, accepted and measured by the Contract
Administrator which price shall be payment in full for performing all operations herein described
and all other items incidental to the video inspection of sewer services.
