If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Tender, or is unsure of the meaning
or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall promptly notify the Contract Administrator of
the error, discrepancy or omission at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission
Deadline.

Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a
correction to or a clarification of the Tender will be provided by the Contract Administrator to all
Bidders by issuing an addendum.

Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not
require a correction to or a clarification of the Tender will be provided by the Contract
Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry.

The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant to
B3 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing.

CONFIDENTIALITY

Information provided to a Bidder by the City or acquired by a Bidder by way of further enquiries
or through investigation is confidential. Such information shall not be used or disclosed in any
way without the prior written authorization of the Contract Administrator. The use and
disclosure of the confidential information shall not apply to information which:

(a) was known to the Bidder before receipt hereof; or

(b) becomes publicly known other than through the Bidder; or

(c) is disclosed pursuant to the requirements of a governmental authority or judicial order.
The Bidder shall not make any statement of fact or opinion regarding any aspect of the Tender

to the media or any member of the public without the prior written authorization of the Contract
Administrator.

ADDENDA

SUBSTITUTES
The Work is based on the materials, equipment, methods and products specified in the Tender.

Substitutions shall not be allowed unless application has been made to and prior approval has
been granted by the Contract Administrator in writing.

Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the
Contract Administrator at least seven (7) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine
the acceptability of the material, equipment, method or product as either an approved
equal or alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the Contract;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the Contract.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in
his/her sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days
prior to the Submission Deadline, to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will issue an Addendum, disclosing the approved materials,
equipment, methods and products to all potential Bidders. The Bidder requesting and
obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be responsible for disseminating information
regarding the approval to any person or persons he/she wishes to inform.
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B6.7 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved equal”, any Bidder may use
the approved equal in place of the specified item.

B6.8 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved alternative”, any Bidder
bidding that approved alternative may base his/her Total Bid Price upon the specified item but
may also indicate an alternative price based upon the approved alternative.

B11. CONFLICT OF INTEREST AND GOOD FAITH

B11.1  Bidders, by responding to this Tender, declare that no Conflict of Interest currently exists, or is
reasonably expected to exist in the future.

B11.2  Conflict of Interest means any situation or circumstance where a Bidder or employee of the
Bidder proposed for the Work has:

(&) other commitments;

(b) relationships;

(c) financial interests; or

(d) involvement inongoing litigation;
that could or would be seen to:

(i) exercise an improper influence over the objective, unbiased and impartial exercise of
the independent judgment of the City with respect to the evaluation of Bids or award
of the Contract; or

(i) compromise, impair or be incompatible with the effective performance of a Bidder’s
obligations under the Contract;

(e) has contractual or other obligations to the City that could or would be seen to have been
compromised or impaired as a result of its participation in the Tender process or the Work;
or

() has knowledge of confidential information (other than confidential information disclosed by
the City in the normal course of the Tender process) of strategic and/or material relevance
to the Tender process or to the Work that is not available to other bidders and that could or
would be seen to give that Bidder an unfair competitive advantage.

The helmets and components shall meet or exceed the NFPA 1971 Standards on Protective
Ensemble for Structural Fire Fighting and Proximity Fire Fighting and NFPA 1851 Standard on
Selection, Care and Maintenance of Protective Ensembles for Structural Fire Fighting Proximity
Fire Fighting.

The helmets shall be certified to be in compliance with industry standards.

The helmets shall have a product label identifying the certification and compliance with 3-2.1 of
the NFPA Standards.

All components of the helmet shall be labelled and listed with NFPA.

The Contractor shall provide evidence to demonstrate that the helmets meet the NFPA
standards within two (2) Business Days, upon request of the Contract Administrator or
designate.

OPENING OF BIDS AND RELEASE OF INFORMATION
Bids will not be opened publicly.

The Bidder is advised that any information contained in any Bid may be released if required by
The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (Manitoba), by other authorities
having jurisdiction, or by law or by City policy or procedures (which may include access by
members of City Council).

To the extent permitted, the City shall treat as confidential information, those aspects of a
Bid Submission identified by the Bidder as such in accordance with and by reference to
Part 2, Section 17 or Section 18 or Section 26 of The Freedom of Information and
Protection of Privacy Act (Manitoba), as amended.

IRREVOCABLE BID

If a Bidder gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of
Materials will:

(c) Total Bid Price;

(d) economic analysis of any approved alternative pursuant to B6.

Further to B16.1(a), the Award Authority may reject a Bid as being non-responsive if the Bid
Submission is incomplete, obscure or conditional, or contains additions, deletions, alterations or

other irregularities. The Award Authority may reject all or any part of any Bid, or waive technical
requirements or minor informalities or irregularities if the interests of the City so require.

Further to B16.1(b), the Award Authority shall reject any Bid submitted by a Bidder who does
not demonstrate, in his/her Bid or in other information required to be submitted, that he/she is
qualified.

Further to B16.1(c), the Total Bid Price shall be the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit
prices for each item shown on Form B: Prices.

Further to B16.1(a), in the event that a unit price is not provided on Form B: Prices, the City
may determine the unit price by dividing the Amount (extended price) by the approximate
guantity, for the purposes of evaluation and payment.

This Contract will be awarded as a whole.

AWARD OF CONTRACT

The City will give notice of the award of the Contract or will give notice that no award will be
made.

The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Bidder, even though one or all of the
Bidders are determined to be qualified, and the Bids are determined to be responsive.

Without limiting the generality of B17.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract
where:

() the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work;
(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past;

(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a
significant portion thereof, with its own forces;
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(d) only one Bid is received; or

(e) inthe judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served
by not awarding a Contract.

B17.3  Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the qualified
Bidder submitting the lowest evaluated responsive Bid, in accordance with B16.

B17.3.1 Following the award of contract, a Bidder will be provided with information related to the
evaluation of his/her Bid upon written request to the Contract Administrator.

GENERAL

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS

D11 In addition to the General Conditions for the Supply of Goods, these Supplemental Conditions
are applicable to the Work of the Contract.

D2. UNFAIR LABOUR PRACTICES

D2.1 Further to C3.2, the Contractor declares that in bidding for the work and in entering into this
contract, he and his subcontractors conduct their respective business in accordance with
established international codes as they relate to child and forced labour embodied in United
Nations (UN) and International Labour Organization (ILO) conventions as ratified by Canada.

D2.2 The Contractor shall forfeit all claims under the Contract as well as refund to the City any
monies paid to him, beyond his actual proven expenses for work done, if this declaration is
shown to be false.

D3. SCOPE OF WORK

D3.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the supply and delivery of fire fighting
helmets for the period from date of award until December 31, 2020, with the option of four (4)
mutually agreed upon one (1) year extensions.

D3.1.1 The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within ninety (90)

Calendar Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the
Contractor as a result of such negotiations.

D2.1.2 Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on January 1* of the
respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the Contractor
without written approval by the Contract Administrator.

D3.2 The Work shall be done on an "as required" basis during the term of the Contract.

D3.2.1 The type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract shall be as authorized
from time to time by the Contract Administrator and/or Users.

D3.2.2 Notwithstanding C7, the City shall have no obligation under the Contract to purchase any
guantity of any item in excess of its actual operational requirements.

D3.3 Notwithstanding D3.1, in the event that operational changes result in substantial changes to the
requirements for Work, the City reserves the right to alter the type or quantity of work performed
under this Contract, or to terminate the Contract, upon thirty (30) Calendar Days written notice
by the Contract Administrator. In such an event, no claim may be made for damages on the
ground of loss of anticipated profit on Work.

DA4. COOPERATIVE PURCHASE

D4.1 The Contractor is advised that this is a cooperative purchase.

D4.2 The Contract Administrator may, from time to time during the term of the Contract, approve
other public sector organizations and utilities, including but not limited to municipalities,
universities, schools and hospitals, to be participants in the cooperative purchase.

D4.3 The Contract Administrator will notify the Contractor of a potential participant and provide a list
of the delivery locations and estimated quantities.

D4.4 If any location of the potential participant is more than ten (10) kilometres beyond the

These Specifications shall apply to the Work.

Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B6.

GOODS

The Contractor shall supply and deliver fire fighting helmets in accordance with the
requirements hereinafter specified.

Item No. 1 — Fire fighting Helmets shall be European/Jet style design, providing rear and side
impact protection.

The helmets shall allow for replacements of components without the use of specialized tools
and advanced training.

Shell:

(a) The shell is the outer most part of the helmet;

(b) Colours shall be available in yellow and red;

(c) Colours shall be moulded throughout the shell; and

(d) Shall have an attached D-Ring at the rear base.

Inner Shell & Suspension:

(8) The suspension shall be an energy absorbing system which attaches to the inside shell by
means of hooks, fasteners or clips.

(b) The suspension shall be adjustable to fit all head sizes.
(i) May have one or multiple mechanisms for adjustment.

Retention System:

(&) The assembly shall consist of a chain strap, nape device, headband and sweat-liner to
help retain the helmet in position on the head;
