Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a
correction to or a clarification of the Tender will be provided by the Contract Administrator to all
Bidders by issuing an addendum.

Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not
require a correction to or a clarification of the Tender will be provided by the Contract
Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry.

The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant to
B3 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing.

CONFIDENTIALITY

Information provided to a Bidder by the City or acquired by a Bidder by way of further enquiries
or through investigation is confidential. Such information shall not be used or disclosed in any
way without the prior written authorization of the Contract Administrator.

Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine
the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal or
alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the Contract;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the Contract.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in
his/her sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days
prior to the Submission Deadline, to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will issue an Addendum, disclosing the approved materials,
equipment, methods and products to all potential Bidders. The Bidder requesting and
obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be responsible for disseminating information
regarding the approval to any person or persons he/she wishes to inform.

(c) if the Bidder is a corporation, the full name of the corporation shall be inserted;

CONFLICT OF INTEREST AND GOOD FAITH

Bidders, by responding to this Tender, declare that no Conflict of Interest currently exists, or is
reasonably expected to exist in the future.

Conflict of Interest means any situation or circumstance where a Bidder or employee of the
Bidder proposed for the Work has:

(a) other commitments;

(b) relationships;

(c) financial interests; or

(d) involvement inongoing litigation;
that could or would be seen to:

(i) exercise an improper influence over the objective, unbiased and impartial exercise of
the independent judgment of the City with respect to the evaluation of Bids or award
of the Contract; or

(i) compromise, impair or be incompatible with the effective performance of a Bidder’s
obligations under the Contract;

(e) has contractual or other obligations to the City that could or would be seen to have been
compromised or impaired as a result of its participation in the Tender process or the Work;
or

(H has knowledge of confidential information (other than confidential information disclosed by
the City in the normal course of the Tender process) of strategic and/or material relevance
to the Tender process or to the Work that is not available to other bidders and that could or
would be seen to give that Bidder an unfair competitive advantage.

Notwithstanding C22.5, the time and date of receipt of any notice withdrawing a Bid shall
be the time and date of receipt as determined by the Manager of Materials.

The City will assume that any one of the contact persons named in Paragraph 3 of Form A:
Bid or the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 11 of Form A: Bid, and
only such person, has authority to give notice of withdrawal.

If a Bidder gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of
Materials will:

(a) retain the Bid until after the Submission Deadline has elapsed,;

(b) open the Bid to identify the contact person named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid and

GENERAL

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS

D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Supply of Services, these Supplemental Conditions are
applicable to the Work of the Contract.

D2. SCOPE OF WORK

D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the provision of document process
serving for the period from date of award until March 31, 2021 with the option of five (5)
mutually agreed upon one (1) year extensions.

D2.1.1 The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within ninety (90)

Calendar Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the
Contractor as a result of such negotiations.

D2.1.2 Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on April 1% of the
respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the Contractor
without written approval by the Contract Administrator.

D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows:

(a) Effect proper, legal serving of documents on persons identified for service for the City of
Winnipeg Planning, Property and Development Department.

D2.3 The Work shall be done on an "as required” basis during the term of the Contract.

D2.3.1 The type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract shall be as authorized
from time to time by the Contract Administrator and/or Users.

D2.3.2 Notwithstanding C7.4, the City shall have no obligation under the Contract to purchase any
guantity of any item in excess of its actual operational requirements.

D2.4 Notwithstanding D2.1, in the event that operational changes result in substantial changes to the
requirements for Work, the City reserves the right to alter the type or quantity of work performed
under this Contract, or to terminate the Contract, upon thirty (30) Calendar Days written notice
by the Contract Administrator. In such an event, no claim may be made for damages on the
ground of loss of anticipated profit on Work.

D3. COOPERATIVE PURCHASE

D3.1 The Contractor is advised that this is a cooperative purchase.

D3.2 The Contract Administrator may, from time to time during the term of the Contract, approve
other public sector organizations and utilities, including but not limited to municipalities,
universities, schools and hospitals, to be participants in the cooperative purchase.

D3.3 The Contract Administrator will notify the Contractor of a potential participant and provide a list
of the delivery locations and estimated quantities.

D3.4 If any location of the potential participant is more than ten (10) kilometres beyond the
boundaries of the City of Winnipeg, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (15) Calendar Days of the
written notice, notify the Contract Administrator of the amount of any additional delivery charge
for the location.

D3.5 If any additional delivery charges are identified by the Contractor, the potential participant may

accept or decline to participate in the cooperative purchase.

(&) commercial general liability insurance, in the amount of at least two million dollars
($2,000,000.00) inclusive, with The City of Winnipeg added as an additional insured; such
liability policy to also contain a cross-liability clause, non-owned automobile liability and
products and completed operations cover, to remain in place at all times during the
performance of the Work; and

(b) Automobile Liability Insurance covering all motor vehicles, owned and operated and used
or to be used by the Contractor directly or indirectly in the performance of the Service. The
Limit of Liability shall not be less than $2,000,000 inclusive for loss or damage including
personal injuries and death resulting from any one accident or occurrence.

The Contractor shall not commence any Work until he/she is in receipt of a notice of award from
the City authorizing the commencement of the Work.
The Contractor shall not commence any Work on the Site until:

(a) the Contract Administrator has confirmed receipt and approval of:

APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS AND DRAWINGS

These Specifications shall apply to the provision of document process service including the
serving of court documents and subpoenas.

Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B6. In every instance where a brand
name or design specification is used, the City will also consider approved equals and/or
approved alternatives in accordance with B6.

SERVICES

The Contractor shall provide the City of Winnipeg Planning, Property and Development
Department with the services of trained and qualified personnel to execute formal, legal and
court document process service in accordance with The Hague Service Convention, in addition
to but not limited to the requirements hereinafter specified.

Iltem No. 1 — Process Serving (Basic Service) shall include:

(&) The Contract Administrator or designate will notify the Contractor by telephone and/or e-
mail that there are document(s) that need to be picked up and served.

(b) The Contractor will arrange to have the documents picked up the same day, or not later
than 12:00 noon the next Business Day.

() Normally the document pick-up location will be 4™ Floor, 65 Garry Street, Winnipeg
MB.

(i) Any change to the document pick-up location will be identified when the Contractor
is notified that a document is available for pick up.

(c) The Contractor will locate the person or persons identified on documents using all
reasonable means and methods available to him to affect proper legal service. This
method shall be undertaken on each and every delivery attempt;

(i) A minimum of three (3) delivery attempts shall be made per document; and
